This is the
tive percent | was lold about, |
tell mysell as Thorn and Naftel
go into chase mode, We head
east toward Arkansas on High-
way 9, plunging oursetves right
into the heart of the storms
This is known as “punching the
core,” and for good reason: We
soon find ourselves in the
midst of one of the largest tor
nado outbreaks of tha year

As we drve deeper into the
lempest, afternoon light wanes
into a darkness as of night
Each lightning flash s followed
by booming thunderclaps, like
bombs going off beside us. A
littie farther down the road we
encounter real wreckage: A
path has been cut through a
group of trees on one side of
the highway and continues on
the other, Maftel confirms my
suspicions.

ONE OF THE AlMS OF TERRORISM IS TO FRIGHTEN
people into surrendering their civil liberties and welcoming
a police state. This goal is often achieved because many
citizens preler security to liberty, even during times of tran-
quility, and many governments are all too willing to use the
fear of terrorism as justification for imposing more control
over their citizens. Public-opinion polls strongly suggest a
willingness—indeed an apparent eagerness—of many
people to give up their civil liberties at the first sign of dan-
ger, in the name of unity and safety.

The immediate aftermath of the suicide terrorism of
September 11, 2001, iluminates the danger of this phe-
nomeanon even in a nation as historically steeped in the pur-
suit of liberty as ours is. Although our vulnerability to these
mass murders was mostly the result of human errors—
intelligence and security failures, rather than inadequate
aws—the first reaction in Washington was to urge a mas-
sive overhaul of our legal system, especially of our rights.
Conservative politicians immedialely called for Americans
o compromise civil liberties in the name of security. Leg-
islation was introduced 10 expand wiretapping authority
extend the time limits on detention of suspects, stiffen penal-
ties for terrorists and their accessories, and authorize the
seizure ol assets and secrel searches of e-mail. Liberal
polihcians (along with some nght-wing libertanans) sought

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monitonng. All that 1s needed is a claim
of suspicion by the attorney genaral

Ashcroft has sought to justify this
intrusion into lawyer-client privilege by
claiming that it would be used spanngly.
He did not explain why the normal pro-
cedure of seeking a search warrant
from a judge, based on probable cause,
would not adequately serve our national
naads, withoul compromising constitu-
tional rights. In his testimony belore
Congress in December, the atlorney
general went beyond merely defending
the adminisiration’s actions. He lashed
out at those patriotic Americans who
have criticized the administration's lreat-
ment of noncitizens, accusing those crit-
ics of aiding terrarism and giving “am-
munition” o America's enemies and
pause to Amerca's fnends

This kind of attack s reminiscent of
Senator Joseph McCarthy's charges
that those loyal Americans who criti-
cized his lactics were soft on commu-
nism. It turns out that it is Ashoroft who
i5 soft on temonsm, at keast when it comes
to gun control and airline security. The
attorney general has been unwilling to
alienate the gun lobby and the airline
lobby, since both are major contributors
to the Republican Party. He turned
down an FBI request to check Justice De-
pariment records o delermine whether
any of the 1,200 people it was detaining

had ever bought a gun. Though he s
willing to detain these individuals, he is
urwilling to wiolate their "privacy” by al-
lowing the FBI to look at their gun-pur-
chase records, Nor has the adminis-
tration been wiling 1o press for tough
security measures of the kind the Euro-
peans and |sraelis require, because
they may cut info airline profits. The war
against terrofism is being fought on par-
hsan grounds, with the administrations
right hand tied behind its back.

In 1986 | wrote an article for this mag-
azing about what | hoped would be “an
uniikely hypothetical scenano.” | postu-
lated the possibility that someday an avil
terrarist mastermind might "unleash suk-
cide terrorists on innocent civilians in
the United States™

“What if bombs were planted in Bos-
ton movie theaters? What if machine
gun-toting fanatics started shooting up
the La Guardia and O'Hare airport ter-
minals? What if terrorists poisoned the
Los Angeles drinking water? What if a
team of assassins killed several high-
ranking executive, legislative, and judi-
cial officials in Washington?”

| then posed the guestion: "How would
American law-enforcement authorities
respond to massive threals of terror-
ism?" | tried to answer by reference 1o
our past, cataloging "some of the maore
moderate emargency Measures we

could realishically expect” if suicide
Squads began to operate in this country
Such measures included

"Substantial restriclions on immigra-
tion and on the rights of aliens, espe-
cially [those] from certain paris of the
world,

“The instituting of mandatory internal
passporis or some other form of identifi-
cation papers 1o be carried by all indi-
viduals in the United States

"FBI infiltration of political organiza-
tions sympathetic 1o terrorist goals

"Extensive wiretapping, bugging, and
survellance of suspected terronists and
their associates

“Detention of suspected terrarists

‘Governmental conirols over the dis-
semination of information about terrorist
aclivities

“Increased security checks, road-
blocks, and searches near theaters,
restaurants, and other public gathering
places.’

My predictions have proved generally
correct—so far. Most of the restrictions
lately imposed on civil liberties, though
controversial. are generally consistent
wilh the rule of law. Several are not.

But what it matters were 1o get con-
siderably worse? What il bioterrorism
were o expand from sporadic out-
breaks of anthrax to the systematic
spread of lethal diseases?

CGuarantine

Civil libertanans must think not only
about current threats to liberty but about
potential future threats as well If, for
example, there were a bioterrorist altack
involving a contagious disease—such
as viral smallpox, as distinguished from
bactenal anthrax—one immediate re-
sponse would be to quaranting conta-
gious pecple. This may sound relativaly
simple from-a legal or constitutional per-
spective, since most contagious peopla
would want to be quarantined. But if his-
tory is a guide, there will be some con-
tagious people who may resist being
isolated. The laws of quarantine, which
9o back to the times of tuberculosis and
other epidemics, are nadequate to deal
with bioterrorism, especially in an era
when the weapons of mass infection
might include suicide carriers sent by
lerrorist organizations fo spread disease
&5 widely as possible. The quarantine

mation gieaned through certain types of
interrogation may nol be used in court
against the person interrogated. The
Fitth Amendment privilege against self-
incrimination does not itself prohibit in-
lerrogations of any kind: it simply pro-
hibits the use of the fruits of certain
interrogations in a criminal case. Af least
that is how the current US Supreme
Court has interpreted the privilege
agains! seil-incrimination. This has led
some persons o conclude that the use
of such truth serums as sodium pern-
tethol might well be constitutional if the
truths elicited by these serums are used
salely to prevent acts ol terrorism and
nol 1o prosecute any individuals. Many
intelligence agencies that have used
truth serums have been extremely dis-
appoinied with the results. Although
sodium pentothol may help a witness
remember something he or she would
like: to remember, it is far less successful
with people determined to keep secrets,

Torture. on the other hand, has been
extremely successiul in eliciting informa-
tion. Even zealots willing to give up their

laws now on our books provide few pro-
tections, even for those who have plau-
sible claims of misdiagnosis.

A leading scholar of quarantine laws
has concluded that "both law and soi-
ence have changed since the time
when quaranting was a standard tool
agains! infectious disease. A court giv-
ing unguestioning approval to quaran-
tine in modern circumstances would be
utiizing an anachronistic rationale” And
this was written in 1985, in the context of
the AIDS epidemic. It did not take into
account the weaponization of conta-
gious disease. The time has come for
experts o rewrite the laws of quaran-
tine, making them baoth more responsive
1o current needs and more protective of
civil liberties

Truth Serums and Torture

Another issue thal will surely anse will
involve interrogation techniques. The
FBI has expressed great frustration with
its inability to elicit cooperation from say-
aral detainees who it believes knew
about the events of September 11 and
may know about other planned attacks.
The law is extremely unclear about what
technigques may be used 1o extract infor-
malion, but It is clear in stating that infor-
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lives have a threshold of pain beyond
which they cannot hold out. So the
question becomes a moral and constitu-
tional one: Are there any circumstances
under which a damocratic society
should be prepared to employ torture?

The case for torture |s simple and
compelling: We would all do it 10 save
a loved one. Imagine your child being
kidnapped and placed in a buried box
You capiure the kidnapper, who refuses
to tell you where your child is buried. Of
course you would torture—eaven kill—
the Kidnapper to save your daughter It
would be a variation on self-defense.
And if you are willing 10 forture 1o save
your own child, then torturing o save
thousands of people should seem less
morally problematic

But there is a difference between
approving torture in a particular case
and accepling the principle that toriure
is justified under a cost-benefit analysis.
The issue is in some respects similar to
thie debate over capital punishment. It is
relatively easy to justifty the imposition of
the death penalty on a dangerous mass
murderer, It is far more difficull 1o justifty
a system ol capilal punishmeant that
inevitably results in the execution of
innocents, rehabililatable prisoners, and

a disproportionate number of poor and
minority defendants. The same Supreme
Court that has upheld our current system
ol capital punshment might well uphold
a system ol judicially supervised lor-
ture—perhaps with a “torture warrant”™—
50 long as the information is not used o
incriminate the tortured person

Punishment of Kin
For some zealots, torture might not
work. When his Jordanian captors tried
lo torture Carlos “The Jackal” into dis-
closing planned acts of terrorism, they
failed. They then moved on o the next
step. They imprisoned Carlos's mother
and threatenad to torture her where-
upon he confessed. The punishment of
kin was used extansivaly by the Mazis,
who called it sippenhaft Every time a
lerrarist act occurred, all the relatives
and loved ones of the suspected terror-
51 were rounded up, tortured, and killed.
This brutal methodology deterred even
the most dedicated and selfiess zealots.
Mo ciwvlized country could, of course,
punish entirely innocent relatives or
friends, but what about relatives and
friends who encourage or praise suicide
bombers? |srael has adopted a palicy of
destroying the empty homes of relatives
of terrarists when evidence supports
that those relatives may have been
complicit or supportive. This policy,
however, has backfired, since it looks
lerrible to biow up the home of a
screaming mother. Moreover, terrorist
organizations ke Hamas invariably re-
build the homes and make large cash
payments o the relatives The paint of
even mentioning punishment of kin is to
demonstrate that if we (or Israel) were
prepared to abandon all morality in
order 10 achieve maximum efficiency,
we probably could make a significant
dent in the recruitment of suicide terror-
ists. We choose not 1o do s0 because
we ourselves do not wanlt 1o sink to the
level of terrorists who kill the innocent,

Targeted Assassination
Israel has been widely condemned for
its policy of targeted assassinations
of terrorists who have planned or are
planning attacks against civilians. The
United States—which joined in that cho-
rus of condemnation—has, since the
attacks of September 11, announced its
own policy of targeting terrorist leaders
lor death i they cannat be captured
and brought to trial Preemplive assas-
sination, if focused on repeat assassins,
may result in far fewer collateral deaths
than massive retaliation. For many years
now the United Stales has eschewed a
policy of assassinating heads of state.
Yet for all that, we apparently targeted
Slobodan Milosewic, and at this wriling
we're fargeting Osama bin Laden and
other terroris! leaders. Even many who
oppose capifal punishment seem to

What were your reactions to the evenis of September 11,
apart from heightening security at the UN itsslf?

Thiz raises the queston of a more political
response. We have 1o get at the rool causes
[of terronst acts]. This doesn’t mean that we
wan! o make concessions 1o lermonsts, but
thene seem io be larger questions about why
such acts have a large measure of support
Why? Whal should be done? Wher is the
water in which the terorsts swim? There's a
widespread sense of aienation in many sock-
gties There's particulary a concen among
many Muslims about how the workd works—
fhat theyne subjecied o double siandards,
that they're getting the sharp end of the stick
more than anyone else. This is of course
especially true in the Middie East Thals
where our activity should be maore urgent

Is the world becoming a move dangerous place, or are
international concerns helping fo contain the dangers?

Obviously the world remains full of dangers, from the pro-
feration of small arms to the looming menace posed by
nuclear weapons, and from the daily toll inflicted by AIDS
and other diseases lo the persistence ol poverty on a scale
that threatens the survival of millions of people. In that
respect, the world is as dangerous as it has ever been, Yel
| believe there is good news in that, as you say,. the interna-
tional community is more aware of the need o act together
to face these problems, [and lo develop] reaties such as
the Muclear Mon-Praliferation Treaty or the Otftawa Con-
vention banning landmines.

Are weapons of mass anmihilation, such as neutron
bombs and biochemical weapons, more of a threal than
weapons of mass destruction, such as nuclear and high-
explosive warheaads?

The UN member states have put in place conventions pro-
hibiting weapons of mass destruction or annihilation, or limitng
their uwse, from nuclear weapons 1o
chemical and biological weapons. |
think the member states appreciate the
sirong threat that all such weapons
have posed, and I'm gratetul for the
steps that are being taken fo contain
such threats

What do you hope o see come oul
of negotiations ke those concerning
revision of the 1972 Anti-Ballistic Mis-
sile Treaty, Amencas “national missife
defensa” program, the lrade in small
arms, and so on?

| think s a positive sign that the
United States government is Irying 10
consult with other countries on such
questions as the Anti-Balistic Missile
Treaty and other relevant agreements, |
believe theres a need 10 consolidate
and builld upon existing disarmament
and nonproliferation agreements, spe-
cifically to prevent a new arms race
and o mantan the nomveaponized
status of outer space. | would like all
states o negotiate legally binding dis-
ammament agreements that are both
verifiable and irreversible

You have more prestige than any
secretary-general since Dag Ham-
marskold,.

Thank you for your compliment, but
what | can achieve over the next five
years does not depend on my prestige,
as you kindly put it, but on the willing-
ness of the member states to carry out
the objectives to which they agreed in
the Millennium Declaration. | have pre-
sented them with a sort of road map
which shows thal these objectives can
indeed be achieved, but only if all of us
devole the necessary energy and
resources to the task

One of your member states, Kinbati
[formerty the Gilbert Islands], is disap-
pearing under the Pacific Ocean. What
are your views on the Kyoto Protocol,
its revisions, global warming, and the
anvironment generally?

Climate change i5, without a doubt,
one of the gravest challenges facing
hurnankind today. We know from the
best available sclence that melting polar
ice caps and rising sea levels are
threatening low-hying island nations and
coastal areas with erosion and storm
surges. And in a warmer and wetler
world, infectious diseases such as ma-
laria and yellow fever will spread more
gasily, Environmental matters are intrin-
sically linked to the economy, nahonal
securily, and energy ISsues.

Unfortunately, the effects of climate
change can be seen only in the long
term, 50 it 5 sometimas difficult to push

1o focus on the ssue. Never-
theless, climate change must be ad-
dressed as a core policy issue. And all
countries must be involved in the re-
Sponse, siNce none is immune from the
threat. Over the years there have been
great strides n understanding that if we
are to go on living together on this earth,
we must all be responsible for it That's
why | was so pleased that at the meel-
ing in Bonn on the Kyolo Protocol there
was al leas! political agreement on s
workings. This sends a strong signal
that the reduction of amissions must
become an integral part of the produc-
tion and consumplion process. The
Bonn agreement was the product of lots
ol hard work and much compromise. [t
shows that there's a shared understand-
ing of the urgency of allevialing global
Warming

The main dangers of international
warfare would seem o be in easter,
southeastern, and southern Asia. s Al-
ghanistan guintessentially a UN prob-
fem? How do you envisage UN in-
volvement in these conflicts?

There is a role for UN mediation not
only in eastern, southeastern, and south-
ern Asia In many areas the UN is al-
ready present in a variety of ways. In
South Asia we have a major political
office in lslamabad [Pakistan], headed

by my personal representative, Fran-
cesc Vendrell, which pushes lor peace
among the parties in Afghanistan [at the
time this interview s being conducted).
The UN also has a peacekeeping pres-
ence that has helped foward calm in
Kashmir, called the UN Military Ob-
server Group in India and Pakistan. In
southeastern Asia the LN Transitional
Administration in East Timor has been
helping to guide the Timorase people
o self-government in anticipation of in-
dependence, a goal that | hope [has
been] furthered by the August 30, 2001,
election of a constituent assembly. The
UN has provided electoral assistance
Elsewhere in the area there are discus-
sions between the UN and the gov-
ernment of Cambodia for a mixed Cam-
bodian-UN court to try Red Khmer lead-
ers for crimes daling back to the 1970s.
| hope this will contribute to the stability
of Cambodia

In Afghanistan the situation 15 fluid,
moving rapidly. Yes, it 1s quintessentially
a UN problem—but | suppose it de-
pends on what you mean by that.
Obvwiously there are both national and
international dimensions. The UM has
been involved there for many years; so
yes, it is a UN problem, But the UN can’t
provide a solution. There is no tailor-
made UN solution as there was, per-
haps, in Cambodia and East Timor.

Anyway, the role of the UN will increase,
essentially the role of supplying Af-
ghanistan, and possibly for some time
an international force, which would help
the Alghans find a solution of ther awn
The UM will not be taking direct respan-
sibiility; the UN will not be responsible for
law and order in the country,

Ohwver the years there have been ne-
gotiations for the withdrawal of Isras!
from occupied territory. In practical
terms, is it time o return o UN Security
Council resolutions 242 and 338 of
1967—a withdrawal fo the 1949 lruce
lines, with some minor adjustments?

What must be done at this point is o
get both sides to stop a desltructive
cycie of violence that spreads death
and misery among both Palestirians
and Israelis. Their leaders must show
the necessary political courage 1o ad-
here 1o existing security arrangements
and o keep negotiating. To this end, it's
encouraging to see the Uniled Mations,
the European Union, the United States,
and the Russian Federation working
together with the single purpose of get-
ting the parties back on the political
track. As to the Security Council resolu-
tions 1o which you refar, it 5 not a matter
of returning to them. They never wenl
away! The inadmissibility of the acquisi-

This is nonsense
Investigators are best
when they specialize in a particular type of
cnme, a vice cop does not r!-ecessaﬂly make a
good lerrorist cop. We must now get our priori-
lies straight by training more officers specifi-
cally for terrorist préevention. The terrorist cells
hidden all over this country are what need to be
infiltrated, not drug and pormography rings

Yes, terror organizations ke Al Qasda may be
trafficking drugs to support their cause In that
case there’s a good reason for a thorough inves-
tgabon, just as it would be necessary to focus
on the inside trading of stocks if such methods
were financing a terronst network, But we cannol
afford to continue the failling, expensive, tired old
war on vice when we have dangerous enemies
actively attempting to destray us

Trying to control vice makes little sense even
during times of refative tranquility, This battle
we've declared on narcolics has made drug
prices soar and crealed severe competition
among dealers. It has actually increased the
amount of violence directed against innocent

citizens Every person held up by an addict in
search of money for a fix is a collaleral-damage
victim of the war on vice

In addition to diverting critical resources
away from more pressing immediate needs, the
foolish efforts of some politicos to criminal-
1z vice have made
many Americans un-
derstandably suspi-
Clous of governmen-
tal eftorts lo expand
investigative power
at the expense of
civil liberties. Con-
sider, for example,
the roving wirelap.
which enables law-
enforcement officials
to folliow the phone
conversations of a
spacific person rath-
er than a specific
telephone. When pol-
ilicians sought to le-
galze the use of rov-
ing wiretaps against
drug dealers prior
to the September 11
attacks, many civil
libertarians consid-
ered it an unjustified
move. (Similar con-
CEerns have been ex-
pressed over other
law-enforcemeant technigues, like expanded
authority to seize money associated with ter-
rorism.) Today the rowing wirelap is truly needed
to track terronists, yet some civil libertarians
remain skeptical, having seen governmental
abuse of power in the drug war,

Every doliar and minute spent trying 1o keep
people away from their vice are a dollar and a
rminute that can be pul to better use. Future
terrorist attacks are more apt 1o be thwarled if
law-enfarcement officials refuse to waste our
precious crime-fighting resources. The officials
guarding our borders are overwhelmed trying
o prevent drugs, prostitution, and pornogra-
phy from entering the United States. Our pris-
ons are filled with people whose only viclims are
themselves The real victims are the thousands
of men and women who died on Septermber 11
and the families they left behind. If we con-
tinue 1o fight the losing battle on immorality
m this new age of terrofism, a whole new group

The presence of setllements in the
occupied terrilories, along with the con-
linuing construction of bypass roads for
the exclusive use of Israell settlers, is
viewed by Palestinians and many others
as one of the mportant causes of this
crisis. The possibility of a land ax-
change as part of a final settlement is
up to the parties themselves, and |
would not want to prejudge what they
might agree 1o. What is impaortant is that
a final agreement responds both o the
legitimate desire of the Palestinians for
national independence and to the legit-
imate claims of the Israelis 1o recogni-

rmulitary force in areas of tension? If so,
would it be a standing force, or one
based on rapid-force commitments by
member states?

UN peacekeeping missions, formed
from contingents supplied by member
states, have an honorable record in
many parts of the world, including Leb-
anon, and were awarded the Mobel
Peace Prize in 1988. The UM has now
developed a standby-arrangements
system under which participating mem-
ber states inform us of what troops or
other relevant assets they can provide
us within 30-day or 90-day periods. This
system allows us to have a betler pic-
ture of how we can respond rapidly to
crises, so that we do nol have 1o wait
saveral months before we can deploy
an effective peace-keeping presence.

Is there a role for others outside the
UN framework, such as Norway and
the Eurapean Union in the Middie East,
the EU in southeastern Europe, even
the United States somewherg?

It's abundantly clear that there has
lo be a viable Palestinian state willing 1o
live in peace with its Israeli neighbor

British Prime Minister Tony Blair
used the term viable and the British
Foreign Office says that means a con-
liguous stata, not one divided by Is-
raell seiflementis.

You're right. It all goes back to Re-
solution 242, with its strong implication
that Israel should withdraw from the ter-
nitories occuped in 1967 This wouldn't
link Gaza and the West Bank, bul there
could be a comidor between the two not
subject to Israeli checkpoints. One
would imagine that would be part of a
negotiated solution

With internafional borders—no israeli
forces an the Palestine-Jordan borger?

This has to be negotiated between
the parbes, but il would be difficult to
imagine a Palestinian state cut off from
Jordan

Is there a permanent rofe for a UN
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these crises. Norway, for example, has
been in the forefront of such efforis. As
you know, they were the facilitators of
what became known as the Oslo Ac-
cords, and they were alsa very active in
Sri Lanka in trying to bring about a
peacelul resclution of the ongoing can-
flict betwean the government and the
Tamil Tigers. As you mention, there’s
been an increased role for the European
Unian in the crisis in the Middle East as
well as in the Balkans. The recent ac-
cord between the government of the for-
mer Yugosiav republic of Macedonia
and the ethnic Albanian rebels is a per-
fect example of the uselulness of an
increased participation of the EU In in-
ternational diplomacy. In some cases,
for whalever reason, negotialing an end
1o a conflict within a UN framework may
not be possible, so it is very important
that other actors be avallable,
Concerning the Middile East, there are
a number of special envoys, represent-
ing various countries and international
organizations, including the United Na-
tions, who are actively engaged. They all
have a role to play in the search for
peace. In fact they are all working to-
ward a common goal, that of ending the
vioience and getting the parties 1o nego-

tiate. What is important s that they do
get them o the lable, not how many peo-
ple i takes to get them there.

What's the future for the Compre-
hensive Nuclear Test Ban, which Pras-
ident Clinton signed but which Presi-
dent Bush says he will not submit fo
Caongress for ratification?

There will be a [UN] conference an
this shortly. The treaty needs ratification
by 44 named member states; 13 of
those ratifications are still awaited, |
appeal to all 13 1o do so. In the light of
September 11, this should be more
urgent. The next Sepiember 11 could be
nuclear.

You've put a heavy siress on ahen-
alion and discrimination, You must
have been disappointed that the
United States and israel stayed away

At the beginning of a new century,
there are oo many societies that remain
mired in ethnic conflict, in the fear of
those they think of as “the others.” and
too many people who are discriminated
against because they belong to a par-
ticular ethnic or religious group.

Some might see this headline as the sad self-eulogy of the
Onion, the onling and print newspaper that spoofs culture and
politics and reads like USA Today as edited by Alfred E
Meuman

From its inception, the Onion has parodied media cover-
age and what we deem newsworthy, exposing larger ssues
about American society through humor. A typical week’s
worth of headlines may include “Mation's Porn Stars Demand
o Be Fucked Harder” “Bush Trying to Decide How to Spend
His Tax Refund™ and "Surgecn General: Americans Have
Gigantic Fat Asses”

| visited them last year al their new New York headquarters
and =at in on an editorial meeting. Dressed in the slacker uni-
form of retro theme T-shirts and baggy shorts. they batted
around ideas over assorted takeou! containers Between
soda runs they hashed out possible articles on Janet Reno,
Chechnya. and the more pressing matter of the growing pop-
ularity of salsa as a condiment.

On the Onion's tirst day back online, its site recelved a
record 399,791 visitors—about 100,000 more than the previ-
ous peak the week after the 2000 presidential elections
Within hours of their post-attack coverage going up, readers
posted their reactions on Plastic.com, an Internet news-com-
mentary site. “God bless the Onion,” wrate one fan.

‘| was actually nauseous the whole week,” says Joa Gar-
den, who donned clothes after his butt started sticking to his
ergonomic chair. “MNot that we were doing the wrong thing, but
because | thought we'd come off as doing the wrong thing."

Garden has a habit of taking off his pants in front of fellow
journalists. Last year the Onjon moved from Madison
Wisconsin, home of the cheese-head and polka, o media-
central New York City, home of the cell phone and power
lunch, 1o help faciltate its leap to the major leagues. The New
Yorker. Gotham's bastion of intellectual high-mindedness and
good taste, which had previously adjudged the Onion “tha
funniest publication in the United States.” invited the staff out
for a friendly sofiball match as a welcome 1o the city. Gardan
dropped trou during the game while, from the bleachars,
head writer Todd Hanson mercilessly razzed some of New
York's finest journalists.

“They beal the crap out of us,” says Garden, by now used 1o

oifensiveness. As evidenced by David Lettermans and Jon
Stewart’s shell-shocked first shows back on air, being fun-
ny has suddenly become hard.

“September 11 didn't really change the Onion except 1o the

This is good news for the Onion's large fan base, which
turns to the paper for its unblinking critigue of culture and
Swittian approach to satire. Over the past ten years the Onion
has quietly become the Next Big Thing in comedy. lis suc-
cess is the tale of the Litte Independent That Could. In a
media world where a handiul of corporations owns all the
maor nevws and entertainment outlets, these satinsts have man-
aged 10 expand without being bought out or cushioning their
sansibility 1o appeal 10 the masses. Their empire has grown 1o
include books, radio shows, and possible movie deals. Their
fans range from late-night host Conan O'Brien 1o Simpsons
creator Matt Groening 1o former Vice President Al Gore—who
has found himself the brunt of many an COnion headling, inchud-
ing “Gore Upset That Clinton Doesn't Call Anymore”

Their humar drifts from lowest-commaon-denominator shtick
o acute political commentary, with the same biting tone no
matter how high- or lowbrow the subject “If | had 1o choose
three words o describe us, I'd say smart. mean, and honest”
says editor-in-chief Rob Siegel, who is loath to be lumpead in
with the empty shock antics of MTV's Jackass or a Farrelly
brothiers fick

“We don't want to be offensive for offensiveness's sake,”
says Siegel. “We really take pains to make sure whatever
we say we're on the right side of the issue. There’s no subject
we would never joke about”

Garden's nudism
stunt typifies the hu-
mor that has earned
the Onion its reputa-
tion as one of the sharpest satirical publications today Re-
fusing to align themsehves with any institution or group, they
remain quintessential outsiders. Their style is pointed and
political, no matter how revered or off-limits the subject,
whether it be Columbine ("Columbine Jocks Safely Resume
Bullying™) or Christopher Reeve ("Christopher Reeve Placed
Alop Washington Monument”). And whenever big-deal pub-
lications like the New Yorker extend a hand to welcome
the Onion to their prestigious ranks, the Onion not only says
“MNo thank you,” but undoes its belt buckle and moons them.,

The paper was brought into the world in 1988 on the cam-
pus of the University of Wisconsin in Madison by students
Tim Keck and Chris Johnson. It was a black-and-white give-
away with coupons for Mike's Super Subs on the back. “The
Ll Wisconsin campus is inundated with the most serious,
lead-footed. politically minded student journalism you've ever
sean,” says staff writer John Krewson. “It's a very political
campus. It's huge—50,000 sludenls—so there were seven of
gight weekly papers. We were the fun one.”

The setting was ripe for the Onion fo take root and develop
its formula, it's unlikety the publication could have been born
in the savage media-salurated Mew York market. “Out in

Wisconsin, far from the entertainment
industry, it had time 1o find its voice with-
out any interference,” says Siegel. "It
was a good ten years before anybody
really paid it any attention. If we were in
New York, people would have been
more impatent with it

Keck and Johnson turned over the
Ornion after about a year 1o Pater Haise,
now ihe company's CEQ, and Scott
Dikkers, who has since lelt the paper.
Onginally, the shaet was a combination
of tabloidy Weekly World News head-
lines and sophomoric college humer
After a few years it found its formula
and staried to resemble its current
incarnation. In 1994 Haise and Dikkers
launchaed a regional edition in Mil-
waukee, and later expanded 1o Denver
and Chicago.

While they've always had a strong
base in the college bong-hit set, things
really took off when the Onion went
onling in 1996. lts antiestablishment par-
odies, like “14-vear-Old Collapses Un-
der Weight of Corporate Logos," were
ferwarded into office inboxes across

more than 100 stations, DreamWorks
optioned two of its articles, "10th Circle
Added to Rapidly Growing Hell® and
“Canadian Girlfriend Unsubstantiated.”
Earliar this year the Onion inked a deal
with Miramax for first-look rights to story
ideas. “They're basically paying for first
rights 10 our brains,” says edior Siegel.
“In return, we have a nice inside track to
getting a movie made.”

On the publishing front, they've re-
leased three books: Our Dumb Cen-
fury: The Onion Presents 100 Years of
Headlines From America’s Finest News
Source (which stayved on the New York
Times best-seller hst for 24 weeks), The
Onfon’s Finest News Reporting, and
Dispaiches From the Tenth Circle: The
Best of the Onion.

The next logical step is television, a
possibility they have not discounted. but
which they are nesitant to confirm. “I'm
sure it would be a small cultish Larry
Sanders-type thing,” says Siegel “The
audience would change if we ran it on
NBC, The bigger the audience the maore
broad you have 10 De with your hurmor”

“Maybe I just need to grow up, and
this is something I shouldn’t
have at age 29, but I like it,” says
editor-in-chief Rob Siegel.

the nation, traveling from cubicle to

“We were in the right place at the right
lima," says Garden. “We had actual-
Iy established oursetves in a smaller en-
vironment as a comedy source. We
knew what we were doing, we had
a focus, so when we went online it was
jusi a matter of putting the printed page
up—we had already worked out the

vkinks The Internet is the biggest reason
we caught on”

These days, while other comedy sites
have folded into the dotcom graveyard,
the Onion gels up 1o a million hits a
week, Starbucks firewalled the Website
from its corporate server, citing it as
being too antiproductive for the colfes
chain's employees. (The move came on
the heels of the Onion article “Star-
bucks to Begin Sinister ‘Phase Two' of
Operation.”) Besides a handful of Web-
by awards (the Internet’s answer to
the Oscars) and the Thurber Prize for
American Humor, the Onion was men-
tioned on Who Wanis to Be a Million-
aire, the gauge of cultural relevance in
our society.

Onion Radio News, the broadcast
varsion of the paper, is syndicated 1o
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Creative Ireedom, the Onion main-
tains, Is the bigges! consideration
when it comes to such deals. While
there's no doubt all concerned would
welcome the larger paychecks that
would come with a corporate relation-
ship, they would be nervous about
being forced to tone down the Onion
aesthetic. “There's something about
people who acquire things,” says John
Krewson, the stalf's sole Married Guy,
“whether it be a big company or a girl-
friend; thay then want to change you
into something they did not like in the
first place”

Given their antiestablishment slant,
perhaps the most ironic measure of
their arrival o the big time was Siegel's
nomination by People magazine {o ils
Top 100 list of eligible bachelors for
2001. "He was living in my compuler
room at the time,” says Krawson,

Keeping its ego in check may be the
Onion's best sateguard against slipping
into elitist “doctors or lawyers"-type
humor. Onion stalfers have never had
compunclions about turning their cultiur-
al criticism on themselves. They may
make fun of small-town slackers who
watch too much cable and eat oo much
pizza, but they're the first to admit that's

exactly wha they themselves ara. Each
writer specializes in & subject that he o
she embodies—even though by the

flamboyant polyester suit, a hustling thug who will do

about anything ro collect his money. Rosebudd, a verer-

an player with 20 vears' experience on the street, adds
complexity and a different dimension to that profile with his book
Rosebudd: The Amevican Pisip, which chronicles his ransforma-
ton from college student to pimp to writer, Unlike the stereotype,
Rosebudd, who was featured in the Hughes brothers' 1999 docu
mentary Amerecan Prmp, 15 educated, doesn't come from a bro-
ken home, and doesn’t profess hatred toward women.

In the beginning Rosebudd was known merely as John Dickson.
He was born in Vallejo, California, in 1952, His parents, sharccrop-
pers from the South, raised 11 children in an extremely religious
household. *“My parents were pro-establishment, and encouraged
us mever o cause any fuss and forbade us to wear our hair narural,”
he says. “They wanted us to be good black people.™

Rosebudd’s strict upbringing was one of the things that pro-
pelled him toward the Black Panthers at age 14. He had to keep
his involvemnent a secret for fear his daddy would give him a hell-
uva whooping. It was dunng his six-vear stretch with the Panthers
that Rosebudd learned about himself, the streets, and discrimina
ton. He partook in the organization’s “goon squad,”™ a group of
brothers that would beat up whites when they heard abour in
justices against blacks,

Having such a large family, you didn't really have shit, So as
vou're growing up, you want stuff, Curting grass ain"t doing it
[Pimping is] the ultimate hustle for a guy in the ghetto. That's
why you have millionaire rappers talking abour pimping,.

Wisat exacely was it abour pimiping thar was so alluring ro vou?

I'he glamour, the glitz. No other hustle is in vour face like
pimping. You know, anything else—gambling, selling dope, steal
ing cars—you have to do it in the dark or behind walls. Pimping is
done right out in the public. It is very, very flambovant. And 1
liked that, vou know. That's how 1 was

How did you wanage to catch your first ho?

This girl 1 knew, Sandy, used to warch me play pool in Vallejo.
She was a white broad. [ had been seeing her for some vears, bur |
had never really fucked with her because back then [ was a racist
dude. 1 think it was, like, two wecks before graduation, and she
was like, “Whart are you gonna do when vou graduare?™ She knew
I was a hustler and shit. And [ say, *1 wanna be a fucking pimp. 1
don't want to be going to no damn school.® And she said,
“Really? I'll be your ho.™ 1 swear, that's how that happened.

Sdx momths larer you came to Los Angeles. Wiy Hollywood ?

Well, when we started pimping and shit, all people talked abow
was Hollywood. People from Ouakland or wherever, they all say
they gonna go o Hollvwood one day, that's where the real thing
is. Them L.A. niggers was fly, bov. They had brand-new cars, they

Meanwhile, he atrended Sonoma State College. *Ininally, there
were only 12 blacks among, like, 3,500 students, and two of them
weere my sisters,” he jokes. Hoping to learn more abour black his-
tory, he majored in ethnic studies and sociology. And since he'd
always emjoyed jotting down his feelings, Rosebudd decided 1o
minor in creative writng; among other things, he composed
poscimis filled with haveful racist invective. One such ode, “Three
EW.," begins, “Kill, kill, kill whitey. Off the pigs.” He was a
straighr-A student, but despite his success he dropped out nght
before graduation and enrolled in “SU"—as in “Sidewalk
University, the school of hard knocks.™ It was simple. He gravi-
tated to the hustling life like 2 ho to a stroll. By the age of 21, his
pimptuition kicked in and he “mrned our.”

Aside from recounung his fascinanng exploits, the sclf-pub-
lished Rowbudd: The American Prmp includes his 27 rules on how
to become a master pimp. For instance: Pay close artention to the
details of “the game,™ always try to choose a nonviolent solution,
and infuse trust into each of your broads. Roscbudd hopes his
memuoir will also demonstrate his storyrelling abilities without
pigeonholing him as a pimp writer. He's currently working on a
coffee-table book, Gentlemen of Leisure, for Motel Records; it
will fearure old pimps of the seventies along with new and
upcoming cats, The tome will come with a CD of old soul and
funk songs about pimping,

Rosebudd’s been struggling as a square for five vears now. He
was recently divorced, and now lives in Vallejo with his five-year-
ol daughrer, Leena.

Whar do vou bape Rosebudd: The Amencan Pimp will achieve?

I hope it will give the reader an understanding of whar a real
pimp is about, rather than enforce the stereotype of how cruel you
imagine him to be. 1 want it to break the stercorvpe that pimps
are mean women-haters. | want my book o educate the public,
and alse show young plavers that there is more o gain than beat-
ing up a broad. You know, it"s berrer 1o do whart the onginal pimp
did than whar the drug-using pimps started.

Wiy did you choose a bustling lifesivle?

had jewelry, they had all kinds of motherfucking shit, man.

Sandy was your bo for seven years, but she was murdered.

Listen, 1 really, rcally liked Sandy.... She started dealing with
some policeman. She had sex with him and shit. [Meanwhile]
there was a ring of cops thar was serting off alarms [in video
stores | and acting like they were the first ones on the scene.

favor targeted assassination when the
only other alternative is allowing the ter
rorist 1o continue kilhng civilians, The
death-penalty debate is different, be-
cause life imprisonment IS5 always an
alternative. The targeted assassination
of terrorisis is more akin to shooting a
fieeing dangerous felon who would oth
erwise escape. Also, largeled assassi-
nation is governed more by the laws of
war than by the rules of peacetime |us
tice. There were millions of people who
would have loved to assassinale Hitler,
and there’s been more than one good
old mowe—and one actual instance—in
wihich such an attempt was made

Censorship

The First Ameandment may also be stric-
tured in times of cnsis, The first casualty
of war has often been truth, since the
paradigm of the military is control
Propaganda, disinformation, and secre
cy are impartant weapons of the mili-
tary, and pournalisis are alften willing o
subordinate truth to patrictism. This is
underslandable when such compliance
takes the form of briefly withholding
information about troop movements or
other battle plans 1o protect our soldiers

or the success of an attack. But when
journalistic patnotism results in refusal
ta report critically on the performance of
government officials—be it the presi-
dent or military commanders—our sys-
tem of checks and balances can be
advarsely atfected

During times of national emeargency,
claims of national security generally
trump assertions of individual rights.
This has certainly been the lesson of
history, It 18 precisely dunng such imes
that nongovernmental checks on gov-
ernment become essantial if the proper
balance is to be maintained, Among the
most important of these checks are a
free press, a zealous defense bar, an
indepencean! religwous leadership, and a
critical academia and student body

Rethinking the Balance

Many thoughttul libertarians are now
rethinking their knee-jerk opposition o
some new lechnologies that may assist
us in fighting terrorism. | must admit that
| myself fil into that category. When | first
heard aboul roving wiretaps—those
which follow a specific person rather
than a specific telephone—| was imme-
diately suspicious. My suspicions arose
n part because these taps were used
primarily in the so-called war against
drugs—a war | do not believe is worlhy
of any rethinking of civil-libertarian val-

ues Mow that | understand how the rov-
ing wiretap can play an important role in
tracking potential terrorists who use cell
phones briefly and then discard and
replace them, I've begun 1o think hard
about whather there are any real down-
sides to this. | have concluded that there
are not. Indeed, it is far better 1o focus a
search on a specific person against
whom a warrant has been oblained,
based on probable cause, than on a
specilic telephone that might be used
by innocent people. The Supreme Court
has said that the Fourth Amendment
‘protects people, not places.” It would
seem 1o follow that a warranl direcled at
a person, rather than at a telephone or a
place, would serve the privacy Interests
protected by that amendment

ID Cards

The avents of September 11 have also
prompled me into rethinking my pre-
vious knee-jerk opposition to national
identity cards. My opposition had grown
primarily out of the misuse of such cands
by the aparthaid regime in South Africa
and the totalitarian realities in the Soviet
Union and China. But the sase with
which several of the September 11
hijackers managed 1o hide in open view,
and to fall betweean the bureaucralic
cracks, made it clear to me that a foal-
proof national 1D card has some real

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virtues, Then | considered its vices. |
was hard-pressed o come up with any
compelling civil-libertarian arguments
against a card that would contain only
five elements: the bearers name, ad-
dress, Social Security number, pholo,
and a fingerprint or retinal print on a
chip in the card. This chip would make it
virtually impossible for anyone to use a
card that was not his or hers, and would
allow appropriate authorities under
appropriate crcumstances (o check the
identity of evary person in this country

There are, of course, grave dangers
inherent in any system of information
gathering by government officials
Anyone who lived through J. Edgar
Hoover's tenure as director of the FBI
understands this danger, which is wihy
there should be a great national debate
over what kind of information = appropri-
ate for the government to gather and
place in its databases. But that is a differ-
ent debale than the one about nabonal
identity cards. We already have the data-
bases. Whenever you return from a tnp
abroad, you musi show your passport,
and the authorities can run your passport
through a database. The 1D card would
not itself add anything to the database
except the finger- or retinal print. In fact
the debate about |D cards should be a
stimulus to the far more iImpaortant de-
bates about the content of government
databases and the circumstances under
which authorities should be entitled 1o
ask anyone 1o identify him- or hersell.

An alternative 1o a mandatory national
ID card would be an optional one. Since
the vast majority of Americans already
carry several forms of identification,
including at least one photo (D, | believe
that most Americans would sign up for
the national card, especially since its
bearer would be able 1o pass through
checkpoints—in airports, high-rnse build-
ings, government offices—more expe-
ditiously than those who opled out of the
national ID system.

Anather virtue of the national 1D card
is that it would eliminate much of the jus-
tification now offered for racial or ethnic
profiling. | have some experience to
back that up. When African-American
siudents started to attend Harvard in
significant numbers, many of them were
routinely hassled by security since they
didn’t look like they belonged on or
around the Harvard campus. When 1D
cards were issued to all students, it
became far aasier for the African-Ameri-
can students to avoid harassment by
simply showing their cards, To be sure,
African-American students were asked
lo show their cards more often than
while students—and that is clearly inap-
propriate. But the net result of the ID
cards was to reduce the amount of
hassling of minority students, | think
the same thing would be true for Arab-

| Americans. Under current conditions
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Arab-Amernican men would probably be
asked for their IDs more often, but by
showing the card they could avoid the
kind of harassment that many have re-
cently experienced on airplanas

As a general proposition | think it is far
better for everybody to be deprived of a
litthe bit of anonymity than for one specif-
it ethric group o bear a disproportion-
ate part of the burden. Those who delib-
erately opt out of a national 1D system
will have made a decision to endure
more intrusive searches in exchange for
not having to cary the card. In some
respects this is a littie like the tradeoff
East Coast drivers make when they slap
E-ZPass tags on their cars so they can
get through toll areas more quickly.

For similar reasons | favor imited use
of lace-recognition technology in places
where identification iIs now required
Face-recognition machines are certain-
ly preferable 1o ethnic stereolyping.

Civil libertarians need not fear tech-
nology—so long as we control it, rather
than allowing it to control us

Are We Overreacting?
In the wake of September 11, | am fre-
guently asked the following question
Areg we overreacting or underreacting
o the threats of terrorism? In trying o
answer that difficull question, | think of
how | might have replied to the same
question in 1930s Nazi Germany. Al that
tirme no one could have known how mal-
ters would turn cut. The Holocaust was
unforseen despite Hitler's own state-
ments of intention. In light of what the
Mazis did, almost anything that was
done by anti-Hitler forces seems under-
reactive. But if Hitler had failed, if he had
been assassinated and his replacement
had not been as brutal, we might have
looked al some of the sleps taken by
anti-Mazi activists as overreactive

The same can be said for the crisis
we now face. If the tragic evenls of
Septermber 11, followed by the anthrax
deaths and flinesses, turn out to be the
last of the lerronst attacks, perhaps we
will be accused of overreacting. But if
these attacks are merely the harbinger
of much warse and more exlensive
attacks thatl endanger our very exis-
tence, then we may ultimately be
charged with underreaction

Since we are not prophels, we must
try our best to strike the appropriate bal-
ances withoul knowing what the fu-
ture holds. In striking these balances
we must never forgel our deep comimit-
ment to liberty, equality, and the rule of
[aw. We must not allow the terrorists 10
win either by destroving us or by de-
slroying what we stand for. It will not

be easy CH—yg
