o cover rapes involving one rapist and two
victims—say, a man with a gun forcing one
woman to inserl
her finger into the
vagina of anoth-
Br woman, or a
rapist ordering a
man to have in-
tercourse with an
unwilling woman
Creative prosecu-
tors and judges
have stretched this
statute—and the
law of rape in gen-
aral—io apply to
siluatons in which
the alleged rapist
was never in the
immediate physi-
cal vicinity of the
wictim
In this case
there was an ac-
tual victim: a child
who could not legally consent to any sexual act
even aone performed by herself upon herself at
the behest of another. But assume for a moment
that the girl had identified herself as a 25-year-
old. The man still could have been conwcted of
rape in states that do nol accepl as a defense 3
rapists mistaking the victim's age. It a tederal
agent had disguised her voice 10 sound ke a
girl over the phone, and pretended to be com-
piying with the sexual instructions, the caller
could in many jurisdictions be charged with at-
termpted raps. Even if a child falsely told a caller
she was inserting her finger, the caller could be
convicted. After all—or 50 goes the prosecu-
tar's argument—the defendant got his jollies
frormn merely bafieving the act was done. This is

Other
bluewater hunters have seen
marln in these waters, appar-
tions rendered nearly implausi-
ble by their power and size
Once, in the Pacific, Maas was
approached by a 500-pound
blue mariin, a creature s0 mag-
nificent that for once Maas
was rendered inept

It was only about 20 feet
away, and it turned and pre-
sented me with a parfect shot,
but all | could do was stare,” he
says. “It's one of the ocean's
mos! poweriul killers, perfectly
designed, a mass of muscles
and a head shaped like the
Concorde jet”

Except thal the nose of the
Concorde is blunt The ideal
way o hunt a marlin—ar any
enormous fish—is 1o wait until
it gets within 15 feet and make
a shot that kills it instantly. But
this requires marksmanship
not always possible in a world
where currents rage and fish
polt at the sound of a spear
releasing. When a shol goes
bad, you are quite alona

‘Marlin's got a spear of its
own,” says Mullins. “People
have bean killed by them. One
guy, | heard he got an 11-inch
vent in the middle of his chest
He speared a marlin and it
came back and speared him.”

Should you happen to
wound a marlin, and the fish
opts not to turn you Into a
strainer, any number of things
can happen. If the fish doasn't
jerk the spear loose of snap
the line or bend the spear like
a pretzel and then snap the
line, it will likely charge off
Secured 0 a series of floats,
the line charges off with it
diver in tow. A 180-pound tuna
once dragged Maas around
for more than an hour. The
stomach of one 1,500-pound
black marlin contained a 150-
pound yellow-fin tuna
Swallowed whole.

The buoyant floats are not
easy to drag under. Their fore
ordained yen 1o bob to the
surface should eventually tire
even the strongest-willed
fish. This is the theory. Barnes
recalls a huge marlin that
sounded with a long string of l
fioats. “MNever saw the marlin
or the fioats again. Sometimes
when marlin think that they're
going 1o dig, theyll just impalke
themselves on the bottom of I
the ocean.

Agents have to listen patiently to such tales on
what is known as the “YNFK Principle™ You never
fucking know.

But it quickly became clear that Mr. X, as we’ll
call him here, was no ordinary walk-in, especially
when he placed the coffee can on a table and
removed the lid to reveal what appeared 10 be
talcum powder inside. “Silent justice,’ he said with
a smile.

And with that, a very strange and ominous chap-
ter in American history began. Within a decade il
would come to involve a large-scale government

cover-up, a massive intelligence failure, official
bungling, a full-fledged public panic, and the
deaths of five Americans in the country’s worst
bioterrorist attack. Tragically, it was an attack for
which the United States should have been ready,
but wasn't; contrary to government claims, the
nation remains woefully unprepared.

The man with the coffea can turned out 1o be a
member of the Minnesota Patriots Council, a
name thal instantly brought the FBI agents to full
alert. Among a hodgepodge of antitax and anti-
government groups that had sprung up all over







Minnesota, the Minnesota Patriots
Council was one of the most radical;
some of its members had been arrested
on assoried firearms and othér charges
while advocating the violent overthrow
of the government. Mr. X said he had
become disenchanted with the Patriots.
However eager to overthrow the hated
federal government, Mr. X said, he drew
the hne at murdering law-enforcemant
personnel.

And how would these executions be
carried out? That's where the powder in
the coffee can came in: It was ricin, one
of the deadliest substances on the plan-
et, 250 times mare toxic than cyanide.

Mr. X5 revelations touched off an FBI
investigation thal would eventually lead
to the conviction on domestic terrorsm
charges of four members of the Min-
nesota Patriots Council, in a case that at-
fracted little public attention. That was no
accident, for the government carefully
downplayed the significance of the case
for fear of setting off a pubhc panic,

The CIA had assumed that only
sophisticated US. and Soviet laborato-
ries were capable of producing ricin
How did a bunch of right-wing nuts in
Minnesota get it?

The answer, from Mr. X, was disturb-
ing: The makings of the ricin had come
in the mail. For a mere $12.95 (plus ship-
ping). the Minnesota Patriots Council

had ordered a batch of castor beans
from an ad in a right-wing publication,
along with instructions on how 1o extract
ricin from the beans. And thal wasnt all
The FBI discovered that 472 laboralo-
ries in 61 countries, including the United
States, freely sold toxins and dead-
Iy germs to any buyer who claimed to
be a biological researcher. There were
virtually no regulations governing the
purchase and shipment of such things.
That meant that anyone with even a
rudimentary knowledge of microbiology
could convert cell cultures, microorgan-
isms, and a wide variety of other sub-
stances inlo biological weapons

True, domestic terrorists didn't have
the tools nacessary o commil mass
murder—such as asrasolizing smallpox
virus 1o spread over hundreds of square
miles or convarling anthrax spores into
large volumes of powder granules less
than a micron wide to penetrate the lung
tissues of millions of people—but what
some of them had managed 1o devel-
op was sufficiently dangerous. And it
was just a matter of time before those
groups could develop true weapons of
mass destruction

Scary enough, but the threat soon
assumed even more frightening pro-
portions. In 1984, Khidhir Hamza, Sad-
dam Hussein's top nuclear scientist, be-
came disenchanted and defected to
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the ClA (which at first had given Ham-
za the coid shoulder). In extensive de-
briefings, Hamza revealed the extent
of Iraq’s nuclear-weapons program, But
he also told of Saddam’s biological-war-
fare effort, revealing that it had made
strong forward strides, partially be-
cause it used political prisoners as test
subjects. Worse, Hamza noted, the
Iragis were running bioterror training
camps. A year later, the head of lrags
biowar operations, Hussein Kamel, a
Saddam Hussein son-in-law, also de-
fected, with even more disturbing rev-
elations—among them the existence
of a large-scale effort, carefully hidden
from United Nations weapons inspec-
tars, to develop anthrax weapons,
which, Kamel said, had been made
available to members of Osama bin
Laden's Al Qaeda terronst network. That
dovetalled with an ominous FBI find-
ing in 1993, when agents investigating
terronsts involved in the bombing of
the World Trade Center came across an
Iragi national, living in New York on a
work visa, who shared an apartment
with one of the bombers. The FBI dis-
covered thal the lragi had also rented
another apartment for purposes that
wearen't clear. What made this all the
more alarming was what the lragi did for
a living: He worked in a genetic-eng:-
neering laboratory and had wide ac-
cess 1o other research laboratones and
their stocks of germs. He apparent-
ly realized he had come under heavy
FBI surveillance, and fied 1o Irag—a de-
velopment supporting the FBI's suspi-
cion that he had been a sleeper agent
for Iragi intelligence. assigned the fask
of arranging a bioweapons link to Al
Caeda terrorist cells in this country
Reports from both the ClA and FBI on
the implications of these events were
largely ignored, although they pointed
to a stark threal: a rogue state with bio-
logical-warfare capability willing to
make thal tlechnology availabla to terror-
ists. And lrag wasn't the only such
threat. Other countries notorious for
connections 1o temrorists, notably Libya
and Morth Korea, were busily at work
developing biological weapons, Indeed,
the ClA kept turning up nasty biowar
surprises—such as the discovery, after
the fall of the apartheid government in
South Africa. that that regime had secret-
Iy developed a sophisticaled biclogical-
weapons capability ranging from
chocolate candy laden with toxins (o be
slipped 1o antiapartheid activists) to a
plan to wipe out South Africa’s entire
black population by feeding pathogens
into building ventilation systems.
Yet despile the clear indications that
a significant bioterrorism threat now ex-
isted agains! the entire United States,
our government insisted on seeing the
threat as purely against the LS. mili-
tary. Money was poured into Pentagon

“To a great extent, that decision was
political” says one U.S. mnielligence of-
ficial. “They had plenty of reports in-
dicating that this country faced a sig-
nificant bioterrorism threat, bul nobody
wanted to hear it. The concern was thal
il you start telling the American people
about the threal, you'd have a public
panic that would cause a wide range of
political problems. People would de-
mand mass inoculations and all kinds
of countermeasures. That would cost a
hell of a ot of money.”

In any event, the basic policy under
both the Bush Sr. and Clinton adminis-
trations was to keep a tight lid on any
mention of a general bioterronsm threat.
The governments efforts focused on the
military, A two-track approach was devel-
opad: the inoculation of military person-
nel and other defensive measures, while
simultanecusly formulating a deterrent
strategy: Any nation unlkeashing a biologi-
cal attack against the United States
could expect immediate and massive
retaliation from America’s nuchkear arse-
nal. That, it was claimed, would deter

any nation from even thinking of a bio-
logical attack.

All well and good, said a Pentagon
official named Peter Probst, thae mih-
tary's chiel adviser on bioterrorism, but
that didn't actually meet the threal. In
1994 he prepared a report warning that
the United Stales would De attacked by
bioterrorists within five years. He recom-
mended a wide range of countermea-
sures, including stockpiling of vaccines,
wide distribution of delection gear. and
a8 mass training program for logal law-
enforcement agencies, hospitals, and
laboratories, the first line of defense in
any biological attack. The report attracted
no interest at the higher levels of the
Pentagon and the rest of the govern-
ment. Probst was told his conclusions
were "alarrmist.”

That skepticism persisted in the face
ol accumulating evidence. To prove
Probst's point, a team of sympathetic
Pentagon experis quietly put logether a
biological-warfare factory that would
use only equipment commaonky available
on the open market. Within two years,
at a cost of $1.6 millon, they built a fully
functional laboratory and production
line that turned out a big batch of
weapons-grade anthrax spores (spores
less than five microns wide, or B.000
times smaller than a speck of dirt).
Further, they were able 1o do it in total

secrecy in a rented warehouse. They
hardly needed to add that they also
could have infected a very large popula-
tion with those spores, either by spray-
ing or simply dusting things peopie
commonly touch—such as the mail
Their conclusions were ignored. In
1998 one more domestic biolerrar
threat came to light. The miscreant this
time was another nght-wing nut, a sell-
described “Christian patrict” named
Larry Wayne Harris who popped up in
Las Vegas with a small batch of powder
that he told an acquaintance was "mili-
tary-grade anthrax,” enough to wipe out
the city's entire population. Alarmed, the
acquaintance ran 1o the FBI, and Harris
Was in serious trouble. With a sigh of re-
ligf, the FBI discovered that the anthrax
Harris brandished was a velerinary-
grade variety commonly used o treal
infected animals and of ittle danger
o human beings. Bul there were other
aspects of the case that were very dis-
turbing. Harris was a trained microbiolo-
gist who worked In a laboratory that
handled tests of water supplies. In his
spare time, he hddled with germ war-
fare in his home laboratory. In 1995 he
was arrested on mail-fraud charges for
purchasing three vials of Yersinia pes-
tiz, the bacterium thal causes bubonic
plague. A virulent racist, Harris was

were clear: A home-grown lerrorist had
managed to develop a crude form of
bioweapons, How many other Harrises
were out there?

Those implications were sufficient,
finally, for the government 1o get moving
on bioterrorism. An executive order,
signed by Presideni Clinton, made it lle-
gal for any US citizen 1o "aid chemical
or biological wartare programs”; another
mandaled a “coordinated refationship”
among 40 lederal agencies involved,
one way o another, in any effort to com-
bat bioterrorism.

Developed at the same time was
another abiding terror, the weaponized
version of smallpox. Unlike anthrax,
which isn't communicable, smallpox can
pass from person to person, Weapons
scientists discovered that they could
simply grow smallpox cultures n a con-
frofled laboratory emvronment, then put
those germs into a fine spray that can
be easily dispensed from an aerosol
can. Although the centuries-old scourge
of smallpox was finally declared erad:-
cated in 1980, a large number of “refer-
ence stocks” of the virus were kept in
biomedical laboratories for research
and as a hedge against a possible re-
surgence of the disease. Any biowar at-
tack on the United States using small-
pox would represent a very serious
threat, since few if any Americans have
been vaccinated agamnst the disease

A baclenum
found commaonly in soil, it becomes a
problem when grazing animals eat it and
get sick. It can also attack humans who
come in comact, but since the common
spores are oo large to enter the human
respiratory system, the usual form of
anthrax in humans is cutaneous. Easily
treatable with modern antibiotics, it is rel-
atively rare—aboul 100 cases a year,
mast of them involving victims who han-
die animals.

Beginning in the 1830s, however, bio-
logical-weapons scientists—maost no-
tabhy in Japan, which developed a bio-
war program thatl killed thousands of
Chinese—had discovered thal anthrax
could be refined into the perfect mili-
tary pathogen, remarkably stable and
resistant to the destructive effects of
light and heat: a very fine powder that
can be sprayed in population cenlers.
The powder conlains spores milled
to widthe much smaller than that of
a human hair, sufficiently small to en-
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with smallpox as a bioweapon, In 1763,
during the French and Indian War, the
British provided smallpox-infected blan-
kets 1o Indian alles of the French. Without
any immunity to the European disease,
some 40 percent of the Indians wha
carme in contact with the blankets died.)

Given the sophisticated laboratory
procedures necessary to produce
weaponized anthrax and smallpox, it
was long assumed that terronsts would
find it wirtually impossible to obtain such
killers, Production technigues were high-
ly secrel, stocks were tightly guarded
How could terrorists set up state-of-
the-art microbioclogy 1abs? Terrorism
thus tell far down the list of possible
biowar threals.

That lusion got a severa joit in 1994,
when a brilliant Russian microbiologist
named Kanatjan Alibekor defected to
the CIA (and Anghicized his name to Ken
Alibek). Alibek, who had worked as head
of Biopreparat, the former Soviet Union's
main biological-warfare program,
revealed that the Soviet Union, and, later,
non-Soviet Hussia, had secretly violated
the 1972 Biological Weapons Con-
vention (which banned all "biclogical
agents for military purposes”) by bulld-
ing huge biowar production facilities

How big? Well, Alibek said, one place he
administered had produced 4,500 tons
of anthrax spores, sufficient 1o kill every
human being on earth many fimes over
Moreaver, Russian scientists had made
the stuff that much more deadly by
cloning other, more wirulent toxins into its
mlecular structure, eventually emarg-
ing with spores immune to all known
countermeasuras.

He had even maore shocking revela-
tions, chief among them the news that
some 65,000 Russian scientists had
been recruited 1o work on bioweapons
When then-President Boris Yeltsin had
ordered the secret program closed
down, thousands of those scientists
were out of work. Thi Iranians, Alibek
said, had been actively recruiting from
among them, many others had disap-
pearad, and were believed to be work-
ing in North Korea, Iran, Libya, and Irag

The Yeitsin order o close down Rus-
sia’s secrel biowar operation had cre-
ated a serious potential threat in yet
ariother way: When the Russians were
taced with the task of getting rid of
4,500 tons of anthrax, they simply
dumped it all in a desert test range, then
doused it with ordinary bileach—which,
said Alibek, neutralized only some of the
spores. Given the durability of anthrax
spores, that meant there were at least
several tons of deadly spores lying in
the ground in the deserted site, waiting
far anyone to pick them up.

Similarly, Alibek revealed, there was
the nightmare of Russia’s other great
mass-produced bioweapon: smalipox.
The Russians, he said, had produced
about 20 tons of smalipox germs. In
1998, when an agreement between
Yeltsin and President Clinton permitted
.S ingpection of the closed-down
Russian biowar facilities, American
Inspectors were appalled o discover that
several tons of smallpox bacill could not
be accounted for Worse yet, none of the
existing Russian scientists seemed to
have an idea where any of it had gonea, or
if it had wound up in the hands of terror-
ists. A trip by the Amencan inspectors to
the anthrax dump site was equally dis-
turbing. Just as Alibek had said. the
locale was alive with anthrax spores that
tiad survived the bleach. How many
already had been removed by anyone
with a shovel was anybody's guess,

America’s response was a modest
$50 million-plus governmenl pro-
gram that sought o build up US de-
fenses against biowar. The etort was di-
vided between hiring former Russian
biowar scientists for civilian research
programs (thus keeping them from
working for such dangerous employers
as the Iranians and the lragis), hiring
mare FBI agents, and training so-called
“first responders™: police, firefighters,
and medical personnel

Still, the emphasis continued 1o be on

In his inim-
itable, unsinkable fashion, the
self-proclaimed World's Greatest
Promoter managed to lurn the
apparent setbacks intc what he
now declares with his usual humil-
ity to be his “finest hours”  First,
King worked overtime to convince
the Garden to hold the Trinidad-
Hopkins showdown on Septem-
ber 28—and sold out the joint for
an electricity-charged fight that

saw Hopkins TKO Trinidad in

Round 12. And though the out-
come crnmped King's plans to pit
Trinidad against light-heavyweight champ Roy Jones Jr.,
King's consolation was thal the pay-per-view numbers set a
record—and that he also has Hopkins under contract.  Next,
King saved the Ruiz-Holyfield fight by taking it to the Fox-
woods Resort Casino in Connecticut on December 15. Fi-

nally, King's masterful directing of the Rahman-Lewis “Jeud”

pitiful, helpless giant. What happened as a result, however,

built that fight into a $20 million windfall that also had huge
PPV numbers. Again, while King's main man Rahman was
knocked ocut by Lewis in Round 4, King's hold on both fighters
had become manifest—underscoring yet again how King is

What this proves is that, at age 70, Don King |
ing's grand poobah, its prophet of profits.

Rahman's an excellent fighter. | stood
up for him because he was the Amer-
ican dream, coming out of nowhere to
become the champ. And he will get
another opportunity in this land of
opportunity. | have never kicked a man
to the curb when he lost. | just resur-
rected Oliver McCall from the dead, so
he's back in the heavyweight picture
too. If you stick with me, you will be
rewarded. Anything is within the realm
of possibility

So there’s still something for Rahman?

Definitely. | have a few cards 10 play. |
want 1o put Rahman against the winner
of the Ruiz-Holyfield fight and hold it in
China to fulfil my commitment o the
Chinese people who demonstrated how
much thay love me. | am the only man
to receive two Golden Dragons. That is
the highest honor a foreigner can have.
George Bush Sr. and Bill Clinton only got
one apiece. In China | am bigger than
American presidents! Thousands hailed
me in Tiananmen Sguare. They don't
call me Don King over there. They say,
“There he is: Only in America, Only in
Amenca!”

The biggest card to play would
come with signing Lews for your sla-
ble. That would have seemed impos-
sible six months ago.

The remarkable thing about that is
that all those gestures came from Len-
nox Lewis. He judges ma now by my
ability, my integrity, my performance, not
on all the hearsay bullshit from all the
managers and promoters who have a
cultlike obsession to try 10 disparage
and calumniate me because that is the
only way they can protect themseles. |,
on the other hand, dont deal in all that
negativity. | rise above the fray and
bring a positive attitude 1o America.

You didn't souna very positive aboutl
Lewis when you fold me before the
fight he had “no heart.”

His heart was suspect and his chin
was suspect, but he used all his skills
and dominated the fight from the first
bell. He didn't have his heart tested
because he wasn't challenged to that
extent. Had he gotten hit on the chin
and got back up. that would have been
a heart tester. Now, a Tyson fight—that
would be a horse of a differant color
for Lennox

It doesnt fook like that's gomng lo hap-
pen any time soon, Would you have
been ahie 10 keep Iron Mike under con-
trol?

| feel so sad for Tyson. Tyson can't see
the forest for the trees | don't really
blame him for being misled. | blame him
for not being able to count, | dont care
how good he is, how bad he is, how lim-
ited his intelligence 18, he can at least
know that two and two makes four, If he

can't see that he's gone backwards in
the three years since he was with me,
there is something wrong with him. He
needs treatment.

How can you possibly promote a
Tysan fight when you're suing each
other for $100 million?

It's such a tragedy that two black pao-
ple that have worked together to reap
so much fame and acclaim for us and
our community would be battling each
other and washing our dirty laundry in
public. That is just ridiculous. Hell, he
could have made what he's suing me for
in four fights. Can'l he see the reality
from the bullshit that's going on? | love
the man, and every time he says this
or that about me, all | can think is, Far-
give him, Father, for he knows not what
he iz doing

You're forgetting one thing in that
Tyson math of yours: Tyson was the
champ when you had him

Whal are you talking about, brother?
Mike Tyson was a convicted rapist,
Whether he was guilty or not—and |
believed that gir! lied—he was found
guilty of violating a woman, And | took
this guy out of prison and made him
more money than any fighter has made
in history, That didn't happen by osmosis,
That was Don King going 1o every civil-
rights group, every ministeral group,
every woman's group, appealing in the
name of Jesus 1o give this man a second
chance. | even went 1o meet with the Ku
Klux Klan! | did that out of a sense of love

in my heart, the way | would for anyone
with a limited mentality who gets into
troubde like that and wants to repent. Ma
and Tyson were very close, we were one
Mike Tyson and | never had one argu-
ment. So now I'm the one who dong him
wrong? Come on. | was always straight
with Tyson, but now | see everybody
exploiting the man. Theyre all agresing
with him, right or wrong, something |
would never do. | always held him ac-
courdable for his actions.

if its so obvious that Tyson is be-
ing exploited and misled, then why
isn't he begging you fo take him back?

That was a tragedy thal, unfortunate-
ly, could not be prevented. It's a freak
thing, which can happen in any sport
where there's risk involved, All we can
do is be as diligent as we can in making
sure fighters are healthy belore they
step in the ring. There's a medical adw-
sory board in every slale thal oversees
fights, and they're doing everything that
can be done. What bothers mea is that
referees are becoming 100 stow 1o slop
fights when & man is being knocked
senseless It's always better to stop
a light one punch 100 scon than one
punch too late,

As usual, when something tragic
happens in boxing, people oulside of
the sport get involved. Johnnie Coch-
ran is representing the Scottland family
in a wrongful-death suit. And Senator
John MeCain is calling for stricter safe-
ty rules. Are these people ill-advised?

The U.S. government’s most inexplicable
inaction has been its refusal to criticize the
kingdom of Saudi Arabia, a country thal has
contributed far more than Irag or Iran to the
anti-American atmosphere in the Islamic
world. A large majority of the September 11
hijackers came not from
Yemen, Iran, or Afghanistan,
but from Saudi Arabia. This
is no coincidence; these men
were educated under the
Saudi religious system, which
teaches the most extreme ver-
sion of Islam. Over the years,
the Saudi royal family and its
hangers-on have sweetened
the Islamic extremists’ pot with
hundreds of millions of dollars
that directly support organi-
zations working to destroy
Amarica. The al-Saud dynasty
has been inextricably linked to
the extremist Wahabi sect for
more than 200 years

The time for genleel diplo-
macy has passed. America
must take off the gloves and hit Saudi Arabia
with the bare-knuckle reality that there is no
rmiddle ground in the war on terrorism

The Saudi foreign minister, Prince Saud al-
Faisal, was furious with the FBI and Treasury
Department's order to freeze assets of Islamic
cultural and welfare groups that have been lit-
tle more than fronts for Osama bin Laden
Prince Saud told the New York Times, “We
have urged on everybody concerned that
when you're talking about financial assets
and banks and orgamzations that are dealing
with humanitarian affairs, one must be caneful
nol 1o do damage 1o institutions unjustly. It
behooves us that souna institutions not get
harmed by mistaken identities, or that human-
itarian organizations that are doing a good
service not be tarnished, because God knows
that humanitarian efforls are needed direly
We don't want to do damage to these institu-
tions without having the facis®

ment in Saudi Arabia. At some point our coun-
try must address with a cold, tough eye the
issue of Saudi Arabia’s role in terrorism. Only
late last year did the press begin asking sari-
ous questions about why the Saudis are ex-
empt from the president’s edicl concerning
slates that aid terrorists.

The U5 military, the CIA, the FBI, and the
Mational Security Agency have reams of evi-
dence demonstrating the funding links to bin
Laden.

the military threat, the danger ol an
enemy plane or rocket spewing patho-
gens over American cities. Money was
lavished on strictly military defenses,
although there were accumulating clues
that the real threat was extramilitary bio-
terrorism. As things turned oul, nobody
was conpecting the dots

The first important clue surfaced in
December 1989, when an Algerian-born
terrorist named Ahmed Ressam was
arrested at the US -Canadian border
with explosives in his car. Ressam de-
cided 1o cooperate, and revealed fo his
FBI debriefers that he was part of a
small terrorist call that had targeted Los
Angeles |nternational Airport for a bomb
designed o kil as many waiting pas-
sengers as possible More significant-
by, he revealed that he had been trained
at an Al Qaeda camp in Afghanistan
And there was more. While at the camp,
Ressam said, he had seen experiments
that used dogs as test subjects; the
dogs were shut up in boxes into which
aerosolized cyanide was pumped. The
axperiments, he was told, were part of a
plan o develop a cyanide gas lo be
pumped into the ventilation systems of
large office buildings. He had also

heard about, but not personally wit-
nessed, olther experiments involving
biclogical weapons

Concerned about terronst bombs, the
FBI didn't pay much altention o Res-
sam's revelations about Al Qaeda bio-
terrorism, Meither did the ClA, although
it already had in hand a confirming clue:
Spy satellite photographs of Osama bin
Laden's terrorist training camps in Af-
ghanistan showed the bodies of small
dead animals littering the ground. The
ClA was also aware that bin Laden had
trigd to obtain biological weapons in
Sudan, and had sent operatives o pur-
chase botulinum from research labora-
tories in Eastern Europe. For anyone
doubting his intentions, bin Laden him-
self voiced them during a 1999 interview
with a Pakistani journalist. telling him at
one point, "We don't consider it a crime
if we tried to have nuclear, chemical,
biological weapons.”

Also in 1999, ancther clue; One of
several dozen accused tarrorists ar-
rested in Egypl admitted under inter-
rogation that he had been trained in
Afghanistan and that he knew of bin
Laden’s attemnpts to develop a full range
of bioterror weapons. Among other
things, the terronst said, bin Laden had,
for $10,000, bought E. coli and salmo-
nella bacteria in Easlern Europe, and
had a number of qualified men with sci-

entific training who were actively work-
iNg o twrn them into weapons of mass
destruction. Additionally, he said bin
Laden had purchased, for only $3 685
(plus shipping), some anthrax spores
from other research laboratories. Since
bin Laden didnt run a ranch or keep a
lot of farm animals around him, only cne
deduction was possible: He was trying
1o build an anthrax weapon.

Obsessed with bombs, such as the
one that nearly desiroyed the World
Trade Center in 1293 and another that
wrecked the federal building in Okla-
homa City, the LS. intelligence com-
munity paid scant attention to the un-
mistakable indications, over a period
of years, that a serious bioterrorism
threat was developing. Mot even the ter-
ribke events of Seplember 11 changed
that mindset. Investigators discovered
that at least one of the September 11
hijackers had iried to obtain a crop
dusler—and surmised the intention was
to spray some sort of deadly chemical
over a major American city. But for the
small circle of Pentagon experts who for
years had been trying to warn of a
pioterrorism threat, there was a more
frightening explanation. They remem-
bered that among the revelations of
lrag defectors from Saddam Hussein's
biclogical-weapons program was some-
thing thal now assumed greatl signif-
icance: At one peoint the Iragis had at-
templed o madify crop-duster planes to
spray a liquefied version of weapons-
grade anthrax. By the time the defec-
tors had fled the country in the mid-
1990s, the lragis had not yet succeeded
in developing the advanced fine-grade
pressure nozzles necessary for this
{conventional crop-duster nozzies are
oo coarse). Could it not be logically as-
sumed that the Iragis had managed fo
overcome that small technical hurdle in
the intervening years?

Possibly, judging by another clue, In
April 2001, only a few months before the
attack on the Worid Trade Center, a man
now believed o be head hijacker Mo-
hammed Atta was spotted in Prague
meeting with a cerain Ahmed al-Ani,
officially an Iraqi consular officer but in
fact head of Iragi intelligence in the
Czech Republic. By bugging his tele-
phone, Czech intelligence had learned
that al-Ani had been ordered by Hus-
sein 1o dispose of an iritant: Radio Free
Europe transmitiers in the Czech Re-
public were broadcasting inlo rag pro-
grams by Iragi exiles. Hussein wanted
the transmitters destroyed with a series
of bombs. At first, the Czechs assumed
that al-Ani was attempting to anlist Atta
for the task, but on reflection that didn't
make much sense, Why would al-Ani,
with plenty of nearby terrorists 1o draw
an, fiy Atta all the way from a sleeper
cell in the United States? That scenario
violated all known security procedures

How 1o Succeed in the Music Business
Keith's award-winning last CD, Pull My
Chain, proves hels a man whose time
has come. His success offen required
every ounce of faith he had in himself.

I've been on four labels. | started out
an Mercury in ‘93 with “Should Have
Bean a Cowbay.” which some people
at Billboard say was the most-played
song of the decade. | had another Top 5
and two more No. 1's off that album,
sald 1.2 million the first year. But |
wasn't getting nominated for any new-
comer awands.

One regime was in place at Mercury
when they broke my record out. But by
the time it came to vole, they had di-
vided forces. The president and vice-
prasident went separate ways and gave
|producer] Harold Shedd his own label,
and Harold asked if | could go be the
flagship [artist] at Polydor, which was

their sister label. Things never did go as
planned over there, and it dissolved
AEM tried to come in and take over. We
had two No.1's and a Top 10 on one al-
bum. But without continuity, you don't
get the voles. You've got to have a plan
and a push to create some of those
things. and | have never had that.

When | came back to Mercury, | was
damaged goods. It was kind of like,
“You never did do as well as you did
with us the first time.” And by then | had
figured out where my music wWas sup-
posed o be and what was really workin’
good for me. | had three albums, all
gold or platinum, and consistent hits
And | come back, and the first thing I'm
told s, "Hey, come by the A&R depart-
ment;, we've got somea things we want (o
play you for your next album.” That's a
dagger in the heart of any songwriter. |
just wold my manager, “This ain't goin' 1o
work. | write what | do and 1o hall with
amybody else.” | had cut 14 or 15 songs,
including “How Do You Like Me Mow?!”
“Blue Bedroom,” “You Shouldn’t Kiss Me
Like This," and “Getcha Some.” | said,
“What do you think of these?” And they
came back and said, “We ke 'Geicha
Some,' and we would like to do a Great-
ast Hits on you.”

And the Winner Is ...
Despite his success, Keith was sur-
prised o win CMA's Male Vocalist of
the Year this past Novermber,

| really didnt [think | would win]. I'd
won the [Academy of Country Music
award], but the ACM is a little maore lib-
eral and will go with the trend a littla
mare. The CMA has never been really
good about accepting changes. So |
thought | was about a year away for
Male Vocalist. Actually, | thought we had
Song of the Year wrapped up, becausa
“How Do You Like Me Mow?!" was the
most played song of the year by a mile.
And when we didnl win Song, | thought,
There's no way | can win Male

Yanking Chains
Keith has brought the irmeverence and
smart-ass humor back into 8 country-
music scene that’s grown too polite
and too scared

When “Getcha Some” came out,
everybody was like, | can't bekeve you
are sayin’ that” Saying what? | said get
YOU SOme love .. gel you Some money

and if you ain't got enough happi-
ness, gel you some babies. | didnt say
get you some sex or anything else. It
doesn't say anything filthy, It's what you
make it. Everybody wanls to stay safe.

[The video for “You Shouldn't Kiss Me
Like This"] was pretty stearmy, |'ve done a
Iot of videos and 've never been real hip
on just sellin’ TRA, but that was a very
sexual song. My thought when | wrale
that song was the moment when two
people come together who've just been
friends or acquaintances. He always
thought, “She's 100 nice of a girl for me 10
ever sleep with, It I'm goin’ to be a trampy
ol boy, I'm goin' to use these other ol
girls, but she's kind of my lavorite, so |
want to keep her pristine.” And then one
night she lays that big rockets-red-glare
kiss on him, and he is like, “Whoa, now,
hold it!” Its a three-minute song about a
five-second event. With the video, there
was absolutely no nudity with the swim-
min'-pool stuff, or CMT wouldn't have
shown it. But it certainly suggests it. |
think maybe DreamWorks cut some of it
o get it.on the air, but not much.

When we first shipped “How Do You
Like Me Now?!" the business was still so
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afraid of that song. They fear the 25- to
55-year-old women and don't allow
them to think for themselves, But as
500N as you see the video on that song,
you can't feel sorry for that girl anymore,
and women didnt put themselves in her
shoes. The great thing is that people
come up with their own “How Do You
Like Me Mow?" stories, and I've heard
them all. Like, "My teacher said that |
would never amount o anything. and
now | am the principal at the high school
and | fired her the other day”

Hail to the Chief
After the Monica Lewinsky affair, Keith
frequently used a comedic bit about
Bill Clinton in his stage show,

| used to say, “You know, | took a tour
of the White House one day, and we was
by the Oval Office and | overheard Bill
Clinton talking on the telephone.” And |
would go into my impersonation: “The
next time Hilary goes out of town, you
ought to swing by the Oval Office here,
pick up a bottle of Mad Dog 2020 and a
box of thase cigars,” And then I'd intro

they're telling me, “Hey, Sting wants you
o do it He'll play bass and sing on it if
you will cut it on your album.” | said,
"Okay, if that's the case. let's do iL" We
cut it in Nashville and shipped it to
England, and he sang on it, but he
didn't play bass. And it was a big radio
record, but it didn't sell any units. Then
when it came time 1o do it on the CMA
awards show, he came in and we did
the pop version, which didn't sound
anything like my version, | thought that
was a slap in the face, and we didn't get
along oo good at all. He's a pretty high-
maintenance guy, and I'm a real low-
maintenance guy, and wa're from ditter-
ent parts of the planet. Plus, he didnt
do all the big media they said he would
for it. At the end of the night, it just left
me goin’, “Never compromise like that
again.” But that's what happens when
yOu Cross a redneck with a redcoat.

Keith went to Oklahoma City after the
bombing there, and to Ground Zero to
do a refief show for the Salvation Army

unsate in there. | guess we're really fortu-
nate we had the heroes that crashed that
plane in Pennsylvania, because it was
probably headed for the White House.
Anyway, | guit doing the President Clinton
stuff out of respect for the office.

The Redneck and the Redcoat
Keith is known as @ man who refuses
to make compromises in s career
The only time | compromised was that
duet with Sting, “I'm So Happy | Cant
Stop Crying.” Our label put us together
for that. The lyrics were really good, but
the song was just a little too cosmic for
me, you know. | said, "You know what?
This ain't for me.” And the whole time
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after the September 11 attacks, when
interast 0 country music soared,

Everything is real right now. You've
got all of these songs aboul people’s
emotions and values, and you've got
the patriotic stuff. People nead to grab
on to something right now. That's why
country thrives in bad times,

Oklahoma City was mind-boggling.
To think you could fill up a Ryder truck
with anything man-made and do that
much damage. That was the first piece of
terrorism | had ever seen, and it leflt a
huge hole in my soul, until | went to
Ground Zero. | had played that stage in
the plaza at the Twin Towers years ago. |
remember looking up at them and think-
ing how unbelievable they were, and
wondering how anyone could even want
1o go o work in those bulldings. they were
so massive. And then to think they just
swallowed thosa jumbo jets. When | saw
the actual damage, it just made me angry
and lost. CMT asked me 1o be part of its
Country Freedom show, and they had me
interview people where the firemen go in
and out. | was talking to pnests, asking,
“What do you lell peophe after something
like this when they ask how God can
exisi?" And | was getling some of the
best answers | had ever heard. But your

tirain won't st you believe what you see
down there. TV is just such a small win-
dow that it downsizes things. The mag-
nitude of it is breathlaking.

God and Country
When it’s pointed out to Keith thal few
country artists thank Jesus Christ for
their success, as Keith did at the CMA
awards, his response is quick

Well, maybe that is why we are having
people fly into our buildings. People
have gotten too far away from God
When | was a kid, you pledged alle-
giance to the flag in school. They've
taken that out. When we used 1o go on
the tootball field to play, everybody
would bow their head and say a prayer.
They've taken that out. The further you
get away from those kinds of values, the
rmore shootings there will be in schools.
We didn't carry guns to school, and wa
didn’t come home from the army and
get a Ryder truck and fill it up with fertil-
izer and blow up a government building.
There has always been evil, but nat like
from the common folk now

With the Osama bin Ladean thing, we
gave everybody in the Taliban a warn-
ing. These paople in the Twin Towers
didn't have any warning. They got a 757
jumbo jet fiying right into their office win-
dow. People went up on the roof of that
thing to get away from the fire, and then
rode a building down 110 stories. There
were daddies that didn’t come home
that night, and thera’s mothers wander-
ing how they are going to feed their
kids. The system s backwards to me. |
think it's great there are American flags
waving everywhere and that everybody
is getting closer to God. That's going to
be the best thing 1o come out of this.

Ina study,
identical pictures
of women were shown
to men whao had
walked across a shaky
bridge suspended
over a high ravine, and
to others who'd
only had to cross a
shaliow stream
The first group rated
the women more
attractive than did
group B. Conclusion
When the body
is ir & high state of
arousal, the adrenalineg
that activates your
nervous system makes
yOu pay more atten-
tion to what's going on
around you.

This arousal oper-
ates in many situ-
ations—Ilike when
you're preparing for
exams or 8 presenta-
ticn. Too much
anxiety paralyzes you,
S0 you can’t perform
Too littke lulls vou into
complacency, so
you don't iry hard
enaugh. A medium
amount of anxiety is
necassary o gel you
motivated

When it's off-season
for your team, you

can shill cash in on the
arousal theory by
engaging in some
ather activity that thrills
you, Take your
lady to a concert with
a big crowd, lots
of noise, and some
dramatic percussion
(Carl Orlt's Carmina
Burana would be
better than a Chopin
étude for this
purpose), Go toan
amusement park for
the day; when your
heart 1s In your
mouth from the rolles
coaster, your mouth
may be locked on
hers. Working out also
WOTks; ",'DIJ may
already have noted
that after a session in
tha gym, your
vision seems sharper
and your attention
more alert

A note of caution
Be wary of who's on
the scene when you
turn on the ball
game—you could do
something you regret
One guy | know was
50 excited about his
leam’s spectacular wvic-
lory that he ended up
SCrewing a woman
who happened to be
in the room—his
rocmmate’s girliriend

All of which made
sense 1o Pete.

involving shkeepers. Their priofly was 1o
keep as low a profie as possible, and
taking sudden flights back and forth to
Europe was not a very good way lo
rmaintain that anonymity

A more probable explanation didn’t
emerge until after September 11, when
FBI agents discovered thal when Alta
returned o this country alter meeting
with al-Ani, he immediately went to
Florida, where he attempled o pur-
chase a crop duster. There was only
one logical reason to purchase a crop
duster as opposed to renting it (the
usual procedure): Owning the plane
would allow Atta 1o retrofit it—lor exam-
ple, with fine-spray nozzles to spray
something other than pesticides or her-
bicides. Assuming that the Iragis had by
now managed 1o develop the necessary
technology, and assuming the lragis still
had a lot of anthrax on hand, there
remains the reasonable presumption
that the meeting between Atta and al-
Ani concerned a subject other than
blowing up radio transmillers.

if 50, why Atta never followed up on his
atternpt to get his hands on a crop duster
remains urknown. But o the Pentagon

eoterrorism experls, the episode repre-
sented still another important piece of evi-
dence that the United Stales might very
so0n be struck by a significant bioterronist
attack. It was a bebef not shared at the
higher levels of government, which con-
tinued to insist that no real bioterorism
threat exisied. The assumption was that
deterrence—exempliied by the
American warning to lraq during the
Persian Gult War that if the Iragis used
chemical or biological weapons, the
United States would re-takate with the full
weight of its nuclear arsenal—Ilargely
checkmated such a possibility. As tor for-
exgn and domestic terronsts, there was a
prevailing assumplion that the science
and technology needed o produce bio-
logical weapons of mass destruction
were beyond their reach

And yet there was plenty of evidence
indicating that even a modest bio-
weapon produced in a basement work-
shop represented a major threat. Such
a weapon, Army experts pointed out,
could be lnosed with even the simplest
of delivery systemns. The experts knew
that for a fact, for they had already
demonstrated how it could be done. In
1966, LS. Army agenis had carried oul
a secrel tes! in the New York City sub-
way syslem, breaking on the tracks
ightoulbs filled with a mild bacterium.
Passing frains spread the bacternia for

“Go for it, Billy. My birth-control device is in place.”
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miles; had the bulbs been filled with
pathogens, hundreds of thousands of
people would have been infected (As it
was, hundreds of subway riders came
down with serious colds,) The subway
episode was instructive. Even a crude
delivery systemn was capable of spread- |
ing a lot of germs to kil a kot ol people

Such an atlack would come withoul
warning (uniike a military attack, which
almest certainly would come after a
period of growing inlernational tension)

And a biowar attack by domestic ter-
rorists without warning would be espe-
cially devastating. To prove i, the Pen-
tagon recently conducted a number of
exercises 1o see what might happen.
The results were not encouraging: The
exgrcises—bioterrorism war games,
actualiy—showed that terrorists could
introduce bioweapons in any number of
ways, none requiring any kind of sophis-
ticated technology, and that defenses
would be quickly overwhelmed.

One consistent finding of these lests
was that any biolegical attack would
immediately cause the sysiem fo break
down, with instantaneous infighting
and confusion among the 40 separate
federal agencies involved in biological
defensa, Additionally, the tests showed
that doctors (mostly untrained in han-
dling biowar victims) and laboratory
technicians (mostly untrained in recog-
nizing pathegens) would be crushed by
hundreds of thousands of victims need-
ing immediate ireatment, 1o say nothing
of an atmosphere of public panic.

The test conclusions were tragically
proved all too true when person of per-
sons unknown slipped at least four
anthrax-tainted letters into the LS. mail
system last fall, Just as the tests pre-
dicled, the systermn immediately broke
down. When the first victim, Robert
Stevens of Florida, was admitted 10 a
hospital, dectors diagnosed his ailment
as meningitis, Only because one docior
just a week before had read an article
on biclogical weapons did anyone ask
why the patient’s spinal fluid was cloudy,
not clear (cloudy fluid 15 a classic symp-
tom of anthrax infection). A laboratory
test finally confirmed it- Stevens had in-
haled anthrax spores, But by that time it
was too late; untreated for days, the
anthrax killed him. Another Florida vic-
tim was diagnosed with the flu and
sent home from a hospital; he died just
a few days later.

When it became clear there had been
a bioterrorsm attack, the government
reveried (o its worst habit: the cover-up
Health and Human Services Secretary
Tormmy G. Thompson called Stevens's
death “isolated” and hinted that as an
“awvid outdoorsman” Stevens probably
gl sick because he had drunk water
from a stream during a hunting trip
When that didn’t work, and anthrax kept
popping up in other places, Thompson



opted for public balm. Eager to forestall
a panic, he spent much time minimizing
the anthrax attack, al one point an-
nouncing, *| am absolutely assured we
could respond to any contingency.”
Later, Thompson would admit 1o “shori-
comings” in the government's initial
responsa, but go on to say that, thanks
1o a new efforl 1o stockpile vaccines,
Americans could safely assume they
were protected from a biclogical attack
of any dirmension

Can Americans make such an as-
sumption? "We are totally unprepared,
penod,” says Jerome M. Hauer, a con-
sultant 1o Thompson on bioterror. Hauer
should know: Formerly head of New
York City's Office of Emergency Man-
agement, Haver created the city's high-
ly regarded emergency-response sys-
tem, which demonstrated its mettle
during the 1393 bombing of the World
Trade Center and eight years later when
the twin skyscrapers were brought
down. However, Hauer is the first to
acknowledge thal a bioterror incident is
something very different, Given the cur-
rent state of the medical community, the
first real line of defense, there is no hope
that an all-out bioterror attack wouldn't
quickly destroy public order,

On paper, the defense looks impres-
sive: public-health and private laboralo-
ries linked in a syslem 10 make rapid
diagnoses of suspected pathogens, mil-
itary-alert leams, plans to isolale areas
where an outbreak occurs, stockpiling
of vaccines, and police and fire drills,

In reality, the system is tolally inade-
quate. The fact is. most laboratories don
have the money 1o install expensive
equipment necessary lo detect
pathogens rapidly. Moreover, there is a
critical shortage of trained lab tech-
micians and microbiclogists—and most
have not been trained in recognizing
pathogens. (Even fewer can recognize
highly sophisticated pathogens, such as
encephalitis germs genetically altered 1o
evade standard tests.) Most public-health
and hospital laboratories are already
pressed by a high valurme of crdinary test-
ing; a sudden flood of suspected biowar
samples would guickly overwhelm them
Hospitals, oo, would be quickly over-
whelmed: Aimost all hospitals have drasti-
cally cut the number of beds because of
managed care, and that means they have
no means of suddenly absorbing thou-
sands of palients. Even a big-city medical
center would be hard pressad. A small
town or rural area has even less hope of
coping. As for vaccines, they're helpful,
but there just arent enough of them, and
present siocks are deteniorating. Current
vaccines and antibsotics are not only ex-
pensive, but not very useful in the event of
a large-scale attack.

Mo one can predict the virulence or
scale of the next bicterror attack. All that
can be said with certainty is thal there

will be further such attacks, possibly on
a massive scale. The Bush adminis-
tration has proposed spending some-
where around $1.3 billion to defend
against bioterronsm, but a consensus of
experts says we'll need a lot more than
that to make Americans really safe—
enough money 1o develop some critical-
ly needed technology, including:

= A "supervaccing” that is easy lo
administer and will protect against a
wide variety of biological weapons

= Special wings of isolation wards
alttached to existing hospitals 1o handia
bioterror victims (some $11 billion would
be required for this componen! alone)

* Advanced porlable decontamina-
tion systems that can be immediately
deployed in large numbers

= A dramatic Increase in the numbers
and ftraining of laboratory technicians,
with emphasis on gualified microbi-
ologists.

= Simple pathogen detectors, the size
of a suilcase, thal can instantly detect
the presence and scale of biological
weapons, backed by sensors in major
public facilites like airport terminals and
mass-transit systems, 1o give an imme-
diate alarm for pathogens

= Massive training programs for po-
lice, firefighters, and rescue workers to
handle potentially large numbers of
casualties and recognize symptoms

* Regular drills of the public-safety
and health systems, under the direction
of a "bioczar” responsible for all compo-
nents of bioterror defensea

All this assumes, of course, that any
bicterror defense, even the best, can
withstand public panic, Considering
whalt happened during last year's an-
thrax incidents, there s cause to won-
der. For weeks after the first reports, one
of the nation's largest health facilities, St
Vincent’s Medical Center in New York
City, found itself under siege by pan-
icked people demanding the antibiotic
Cipro and seeking advice on how to
immunize themselves from anthrax
attack. To litthle avail, doctors patienthy
explained that Cipro was necessary
only for people who actually had con-
tracted the disease; il wasnl a vaccine
like & polio shot.

One woman rushed into St Vincent's
1o ask where she could obtain two small
gas masks. Assuming she wanled to
protect her children, doctors told her
that & conventional gas mask was use-
less against anthrax; only a decontam-
ination sull would provide full protection
And in any event, few gas masks are
small enough to fit children's heads.

She appeared crestlallen. “Oh, | nead
masks even smaller than that " she said
“| couldnt bear the thought of my two lit-
tle dogs suffering. 04—y
