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One reason for de Berardinis's immense
popularity is the frank appeal her work
makes to female fantasies as well.
{Counterclockwise from top left) Women
who find the thrust-out haunches of
huddling football players provocative will
appreciate de Berardinis’s pileup; they
will also identify with her portrayals of
women who obviously have no truck with
Emily Post's philosophy; and although de
Berardinis’s Marilyn Monroe echoes a
famous classic, it is—like this artist
herself-a true original.
