He tells
us how the project came about, and why he picked cougar
pornstar Julia Ann to play his fantasy “hot chick” for the
shoot with photographer Seth Michaels.




We've had graphic artists and actors
direct Pop Shots, but you're the first
visual storyteller who’s been invited
to do this. Though this isn’t the first
time your work has appeared here.

| did a gag cartoon for Penthouse, but
| also worked for Penthouse Letters,
Hot Talk, Penthouse Forum, and Viva.
Then, of course, | met Bob Guccione
and [his wife] Kathy Keeton. | went to
their place fora couple of parties and
stuff. We weren't intimate friends, but
I met them and | liked the guy. It was
fun working for him.

What was it about the opportunity to
do Pop Shots that appealed to you?

| wanted to see what it would be like.
It's a fantasy cometrue. It's every
guy's wildest dream to do something
like this for Penthouse. It's kind of
abucket-list thing, too, youknow?
When they approached me with the
concept, | loved that they wanted
something different. They didn't
want just the same old "“woman
taking her clothes off” photo layout;
they wanted something exciting and
offbeat. I'd never seen anything where
there were cartoons with the model.

| thought that would be a really fun
experiment. | wanted to seeif | could
doit,ifl could work it.

It’s interesting that there’s no
dialogue to drive the story along for
the reader, like there usually is when
you see erotic pictorials. When you
read adult magazines, are you afan
of the captions, what we in the biz
call “girl copy”?

It's called “girl copy"? That's the first
time I've heard that term! No, | don't
care so much aboutit. I'm purely
visual. That's what gets me off. I never
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read sex novels or any of that kind of
stuff. I'ma very purely visual guy.

You obviously approached the
project as a Kind of mini movie. Did
your filmmaking and animation
background influence the way you
approached the story?

What's so unigue about cartoons is
that there are no limits. There are no
restrictions interms of cameras and
lenses and backdrops. It's all my wild
imagination. You can do anything you
want. | love the idea of creating a story
that's totally fantasy, totally unreal,
that could never happen in the real
world. That's why | do animation.

It’s interesting that you had the story
take place at adrive-in theater.
Every guy has sexual fantasies that
he'd like to live out. One of my great
ones in high school was going to the
drive-in movies and getting it on with
the hot chickin class. So thisis my
childhood fantasy come true, That's
afantasy thatlthink alot of guys
have. | think a lot of guys can relate

to this, because there's something
about high school that’s really horny.
So it was anatural for me to be able
to re-create the whole storyline of
getting it on with some hot chick at
the Passion Pit.

Iwas looking at some of the
behind-the-scenes stills from the
photo shoot, and | saw you without
your shirt onin one of them. Iwas
wondering if you were going to make
aguest appearance as the guyinthe
story in the finished product.

Mo, no. | wish! We needed some bare
skinto test thelighting on, so | said,
“Well, fuck it.” I took my shirt off to do
the skin test myself, you know? The
aguy who takes this girl out on a datein
the story is actually the star of my new
film, Cheatin’. | thought it would be a
nice bit of synchronicity to put himin
there with this beautiful model and let
him get his rocks off.

Did you ever live out your fantasy and
get laid at adrive-in?
Yes!

How was it?
It wasgreat.

What was the movie?

Ihave noidea [faughs]. Probably
Planet of the Apes or something
totally archaic.

Are people missing something today
by not having drive-ins to fuck at?
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Yeah, absolutely. It was a wonderful,
wonderful experience. It's really
difficultto doitinaregular cinema,
and where else are yougoingtodoit
if you'rein school and you don't have
apad oranyplaceto go? A movieis
agood excuse to take a girl out and
then, you know, things happen.

Do you draw your female film
characters from live models ordo
they come from your imagination?
For my second animated feature,

| Married a Strange Person!, | wanted
the characters to look fairly realistic,
so | hired models to go topless—
actually bottomless, too—to get the
perspective and the shading and
everything right. After about two or
three months of drawing, | really knew
the characters so well that I didn't
need to have the models pose. | just
pretty much drew from my memory
and my imagination. Occasionally I'll
have models come in, but basically
allmy drawings are pretty much
from memory because they're not so
realistic now. They'remore stylized.
They're more ... what's the word?

Plymptonian?
Yeah, Plymptonian—that’s agood
word, yeah!

How did the choice of Julia Ann
reflect what you find sexyina
woman?

When they asked metochoosea
model, lused a cartoon character as
anexample. | said, “I'm looking for a
Jessica Rabbit type.”

Julia Ann definitely has the
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bombshell look. Is the classic
bombshell what you find sexy in

real life?

I love bombshells. What can | say?
That, to me, is a great turn-on.

| reached puberty in the fifties,

the era of Marilyn Monroe, Mamie

Van Doren, Jayne Mansfield, Gina
Lollobrigida, and Sophia Loren. They
were my inspiration. But it's funny
now, because alot of my [animator/
cartoonist] buddies. who are younger,
are more inspired by the Kate Moss
kind of woman and by Victoria's
Secret models. It's a different kind

of model that they use for their sexy
women. They're not so curvaceous. So
lguess I'm a product of fifties puberty.
I'mglad that Kate Upton’s around,
because she's one of the few really
sexy women who are modeling today.
She's definitely a turn-on forme.

There’s alot of politically correct talk
these days about women’s bodies.
There’s fat-shaming, there’s skinny-
shaming—everybody’s supposed to
feel all this shame about how they
look.

CON Derelict projects are designed to celebrate the romance of the “barn find” classic car,
even asit'sturned into a modern daily driver. This does not mean paint it red, add flames,
shoveina V-8 engine, and installugly AC vents that hang down from the dash. The point
istoleave it looking as “found” as possible. Given the extent of the modifications and en-
gineering required, it takes a ton of work to make it look like we did nothing. These Derelict builds
are not for everyone, but that's part of the fun. One thing’s for sure—they make everyone smile.

digitally. Then we partnered with the

One of my top Derelict projectsis
this 1948 Buick Super Convertible,
which represents the streamlined,
prewar styling that has always
been one of my favorite design
languages. We discovered thiscarin
Pennsylvania, sitting in a garage since
1958. Original paint, healthy patina,
and no rust—a perfect start!

The transformation required
everything from vintage tools
and conventional welding to laser
scanning and custom crafting. The
first step was to remove the body
from the original chassis and lock
itinto a fixed, suspended location,
Then we used scanning technology
to capture the dimensions of all
surfaces on the bottom of the car,
which enabled us to model the car

mechanical engineers at Art Morrison
Enterprises to develop arobust,
modern chassis designed to be bolted
to the original body with no visible
modifications.

To make this monster move, we
putina6.2-liter supercharger LS9
(638 horsepower/604 foot-pounds
of torque) engine and the GM 4L85E
SuperMatic four-speed automatic
transmission with overdrive. Installing
such a booming engine involved a lot
more than just buying it and tossing
it in. With this level of performance,
the engine required such modern
advancements as an air-to-water
intercooler, a dry-sump oil system,
and tons of plumbing and electrical
components. Conveniently, the
Buick's huge engine bay allowed us
to integrate all these systems without

creating clutter and causing future
maintenance hassles. Andjust for
fun, we tailored a custom aluminum
cover to give the engine a bit of
vintage character.

Thenwe installed Wilwood
high-performance four-wheel disc
brakes featuring slotted and vented
rotors, six-piston front calipers,
and four-piston rears. These big,
modern brakes never would have
fit the Buick's stock wheels, so we
custom-made new wheels out of
solid chunks of billet aluminum. We
powder-coated them in a warm,
aged burgundy color and finished
them with custom-constructed spun-
stainless-steel hubcaps: then we
acid-etched the vintage Buick font
into the metal. We completed the




packageby installing ZR-designated
BFGoodrich Zforce tires, giving

the Buick the maximum speed

rating of 150-plus miles per hour. To
accommodate the added muscle,
we chose a triangulated four-bar
rear system, plus an IFS Sport front
suspensionwith sway bars to make
sure all that power remains refined
and manageable.

With the mechanical systems fit
and factored, we were able to focus
our attention on the interior. First,
we converted all the vehicle's analog
features to modern electric-motor
systems and added a master-control
bank of switches on the driver's
door for the power windows. We
also added a center console with a
phone port and the ever-necessary
cup holders. (How did people drink
coffee on their way to work back
inthe old days?) We replaced the
front- and rear-seat structure with
TempurPedic mattress foam—one
of my favorite tricks—wrapped and
finished in Moore & Giles leather,
specially crafted for home-interior
use. The quality of this leatheris
on awhole different level than the
conventional automotive stuff. Plus,
it's not UV-stable, so it will fade and
age with the car overtime, adding to
its patina charm.

But my favorite project on this car

was completely rethinking the center-
dash AM speaker panel. We laser-cut
and modified this panel to appear
stock until the driver taps on the
upper crossbar, causing it to articulate
down and reveal amodern touch-
screen audio system complete with
Bluetooth, a navigation system, and
the like. The old switch knobs were
maodified to interface with the newly
overhauled system. Since we killed
the original location of the mono
speaker, we used Mercedes 3005L
speaker housings to fit rear speakers
and perforated the leather on the
front doors to hide the front speakers.
The bass went inthe trunk behind a
false wall.

It took more than 2,500 hours to
design, model, fabricate, and inte-
grate everything, but it's now a daily
driverin San Francisco, and | bet it
willoutlast all the leased luxury cars it
blows by onthe openroadCtma

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TRACKING PORN TRENDS

Into schoolgirls with shaved pussies?
How very 2008 of you! That's accord-
ing to Porngram, the data tool that
allows users to map the rise and fall

of porntrends. It’s being called the
Google Trends of adult content, and is
away to see what we search for when
no oneis looking.

The Porngram tool was built off
adataset gathered from almost
800,000 porn videos uploaded to
select adult-entertainment wel-
sites from 2008 through 2012, By
scraping the titles, tags, descriptions,
view counts, comments, runtimes, up-
load dates (if available), and uploader
usernames, and then quantitatively
analyzing what they found, an inter-
disciplinary team of researchers
hoped to better understand the
classification of X-rated materials,
and perhaps even shed new light on
human sexuality.

Besides noting the frequency
of various words and their popularity,
researchers also used the data
to draw semantic connections
("midget,” forexample, is likely to

appearinvideos also tagged as
“funny™), as well as track trends
across time. Some interesting results:
37 out of the 100 most-viewed
videos on one of the sites have
“mom” or “mother” inthe title;
"BDSM" has become the term for
marketing movies tothose of us
who like it rough; “girl” is used more
frequently than “woman,” but “boy”
isused considerably less frequently

became a defined thing in 2012,

whereas “hipster” porndebuted
in 2009 and has been soaring in

popularity ever since.

Andwhy is knowing all this useful?
Well, some experts speculate that
abetter understanding of the de-
mand side of porn may positively
informi its production, giving cus-
tomers more of what they want. As
the above examplesillustrate,
it might also be worthwhile to
consider how pop culture or even
sociopolitical trends are making
their way into our bedrooms and
between the sheets.

Google’s recent policy change targeting adult
businesses is just the latest salvo in its war against porn,
and points to adisturbing trend of censorship with

broad-reaching ramifications.

=" =1 After12yearsof peacefully doing business with adult sites, Google
killed an entire advertising sector virtually overnight. Changesto

the company’s AdWords policy were announced in March, with
advertisers flagged as being in violation of the changes being told via email,
“Beginning inthe coming weeks, we'll no longer accept ads that promate
graphic depictions of sexual acts including, but not limited to, hard-core
pornography; graphic sexual acts including ... masturbation; genital, anal, and
oral sexual activity,” AdWordsis the Google service that places advertisements
beside users’ search results, The selection and placement of ads isbased on
keywordsin submitted queries and their relation to advertising copy. In June,
Google enforced those conservative changes to its AdWords policies, prohibit-
ing the promotion of most sexually themed sites.

While hard-core sites may have been the intended targets, other businesses
were affected. One of many non-adult advertisers caughtin Google’s purge

Keep A Breast’s Luis Mendoza took to Google
AdWords forums to appeal the ban, saying, “Our slogan [l Love
Boobies']is perhaps being penalized by the system but has noth-
ing to do with sexual acts, pornography, or anything of the sort.”

The AdWords change was the latest in the California-based
company's yearlong war on sex (see time line), which began
with the June 2013 announcement that adult apps would be
banned from its then-latest creation, Google Glass. The AdWords
suppression of content is the most troubling change, however,
because Google isthe world's dominant force in both advertising
and search, deciding what one out of every two internet users
is allowed to see. Google accounted for nearly 32 percent of
online global ad spending in 2013, according to estimates from
eMarketer; that firm also predicts that, in 2014, Google will control
46.8 percent of allmobile advertising (Facebook comes in
second with 21.7 percent). Google also led the core search market
with 67.5 percent of all search queries conducted, according to
comScore's March 2014 U.S. search-engine rankings.

Fallowing the June 2013 Google Glass announcement, the
company enacted a series of policy changes/purges of adult
content, but the AdWords move sent a strong message about
the powerful corporation’s relationship with the pornindustry—
and cemented Google's widening role as both enforcer and
gatekeeper of conservative values across its products.

At the same time, the use of mobile apps on smartphones
and tablets continues to increase exponentially. Adult “tube”
site PornHub released a report in June on data acquired from
its estimated 38 million visitors a day that showed half are now
using mobile devices to access the site’s content. Internet entre-
preneur Chris Dixon cites the “decline of the mobile web,” saying

[ sex, politics,andprotest]

that the lion's share of internet access is now via mobile devices,
andthatin 2013, 80 percent of the time spent online on maobile
devices was through apps, not web browsers.In 2014, that rose
to 86 percent.

Dixon explains that because people don't actually browse on
the internet anymore, we have yet torealize we’re staring down
the barrel of a free-speechnightmare. You'd think that with the
majority of porn use shifting to mobile, those millions of people
must be using porn apps, right? They're not. Apps are mainly
controlled by two companies: Apple and Google via Apple
iTunes and Google's Chrome Store. Because Steve Jobs hated
porn, adult and sex apps are super-banned from Apple’s prudish
app-topia. That means Google's policy shift creates a censored
duopoly controlled by two companies that must be making
Morality in Media very, very happy. Google's AdWords move
has indeed bolstered antiporn activists, who claim the change
is a victorious outcome of their meetings with and pressure on
Google to crackdown on porn,

Ultimately, it all harms more than adult-website operators,
with few users aware of how censored their Google products are.
Consumers whose gateway to the internet is through a Google
product are only seeing filtered news, search results, art, health
information, and other content. Relegating adult content to the
fringes bodesill for anyone looking for safe adult information and
entertainment,

Adult businesses have historically been at the forefront of
the fight for free speech and political dissent, and that won’t be
changing anytime soon. And since free speech and expression
are minimized—and, in some cases, removed or prohibited
altogether—when the utility controlling the content simply
doesn't like the topic, we find ourselves mired in a new, deeply
insidious mud puddle of censorship©+=

IS DAD MAD, SAD,OR BAD?

1 have a cousin who isin her mid-
thirties with a four-year-old boy. She
is now divorced. Apparently, as soon
as her sonwas born, her husband
could no longer touch herintimately
and acted as if he hated her. Is thisa
known condition?

It sounds to me like he might have
been suffering from postpartum
depression. Most people are aware
that mothers are at risk for depression
afterhaving a baby, but depressionin

Studies show that aboutoneinten
fathers suffer from postpartum
depression, whichis similar to rates of
depression in new mothers.

One reasonit’s overlookedis
that depressionin men often looks
different from depression in women.

new dads commonly gets overlooked.

Whereas depressed women typically
act sad, men act mad when they're
cdepressed. Irritability, hostility,

and “anger attacks"—like panic
attacks, but with feelings of intense,
uncontrollable rage—are some key
signs of depressionin new fathers.

A depressed man may close up
emotionally, keep to himself, start
hitting the bottle, fight more with

his spouse, or even get violent. Most
people would take these not as signs
of depression, but as signs of being
anasshole,

Depressionis also closely linked
with loss of interest in sex and erectile
dysfunction inmen, by the way. Some
men may be ashamed by what they
see as their failure to perform sexually,
which worsens their depression.

Thisisn't new infermation. Medical

experts aren't debating whether
fathers can get postpartum depres-
sion. It'saccepted as a bona fide,
serious condition. But no one seems
tobepassing that info along to
parents. Hospitals routinely send new
parents home with instructions to
watch out for signs of depressionin
the mother, but not the father. In fact,
very little is said about fathers (or to
them) during the whole pregnancy
and birth process.

Becoming a parentis amajor
mindfuck for both moms and dads.
But there tends to be more concern
for the emotional well-being of new
moms, and supporting her tends to be
the only priority. Dads are usually left
to sort out their crap ontheir own.

Many moms would scoff at the idea of
paternal postpartum depression, and
many men affected would deny that
they suffer from it.

loften hear women snickering
about the “man cold,” for instance.,
They say men act like big babies when
we're sick. Or men like to act sicker
than we really are to garner sympathy.
Imagine what they'd say about
paternal postpartum depression.
"Awww! What's the matter? Does
your pussy hurt?”

Maybe the science tells only part of
the story. Perhaps new dads can get
depressed like moms do, but only the
bad eggs crack.

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PUT A WEDGE BETWEEN US

How do you use a foam wedge
cushion as asexual aid?

Thefirstis that a flat surface, like
abedorfloor,isn'tideal for people
having sexual intercourse. Optimal
angles of penetration can be difficult
to achieve by lying on, straddling,
or kneeling behind a partner. Other
bodily contortions that couples might
enjoy are awkward and can cause
strain without a supportive cushion.
The most versatile way to use
afoam wedge for sex is to elevate
the pelvis. Forexample, let’s say a
man and woman are to have sex in
the missionary position. Usually she
would lie back and part herthighs. He
would get between them, supporting

his weight with his arms, and push his
pelvisinto hers.

Instead, she might reclineona
wedge cushion with her hips resting
onthe wide end, raised about 8to
12 inches, so that the slope of the
wedge comfortably supports her
lower back. If she bends her knees and
rolls her pelvis back slightly, gravity
and posture let her thighs fall back
and apart effortlessly. Elevating her
pelvisenables her partner a greater
range of angles at which his penis can
penetrate her. Some women say that
using a wedge provides the best angle
to stimulatethe Gspot.

This use of a wedge also affords the
man a clear view of his penis sliding
in and out of his lover's body. With his
knees bent and braced against the
wedge, his arms are free to cradle and
caress her, and he won't squish her
under the weight of his body, These
things canserve to heighten both
partners’ arousal.

This simple setup also has advan-
tages for oral and anal sex. It's a more
relaxed, less cramped position for
the one giving head. That’s good for
the onereceiving it, too, because
their partner may not get fatigued

as quickly.

The ability of the pelvisto roll back
slightly when supported by a wedge
makes the butthole easier to access,
and helps with rimming and ass-
fucking. Some get more pleasure from
anal sex inthe missionary position, as
the intimacy of face-to-face butt sex
gives theman extra thrill. Onabed,
without something to lift the hips and
support the back, missionary anal
may be rather uncomfortable for the
onetakingitin the butt. Serious anal-
sex enthusiasts say a wedgeisthe
best solution.

Using multiple wedges of different
dimensions greatly expandsthe
possibilities. | recornmend going
to the website of the sex-wedge-
maker Liberator (Liheratorcaom) to
check out their collection of pictures
showing what couples can do with
wedges. Liberator wedges are
designed and marketed as sexual
aids, but afoam wedge doesn’t have
to be called a “sex wedge" to be used
as one. Foam wedge cushions are also
sold indrugstores as home medical
supplies, and in housewares stores
as bedding accessories, Any of those
might work just as well.O+m
